[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE STANLEY CITY COUNCIL
FEBRUARY 12, 2019

Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the February 12, 2019 regular meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. The following Council Members were present: Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Ty Taylor, Gary Weisenberger, Linda Wienbar and Tim Holte. Councilman David Minton was absent. Others in attendance were City Auditor, Allyn Sveen; Planning & Zoning Administrator, Amanda Dennis; Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson; and City Attorney, Jordon Evert from the Furuseth Olson & Evert P.C. Law Firm. Public Works Director, Curtis Larson was absent.

MINUTES
Motion made by Holte, seconded by Wienbar, to approve the minutes of the January 8, 2019 regular meeting. Motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING RECOMMENDATIONS
Todd Heidbreder, Chairman of the Planning & Zoning Commission, presented the P&Z Commission report and recommendations to the City Council.

Chairman Heidbreder stated the P&Z Commission held a public hearing for the application request received from JEDKAS Properties LLP to rezone Sublots 1 and 2 of Lot B of Outlot 1 of the W½NW¼ of Section 27, Township 156N, Range 91W from Residential to C3 – Corridor – Highway Commercial. At the February 11, 2019 hearing, comments were received for and against this rezone request. The P&Z Commission approved the request to rezone. 

Marlin Ranum, adjacent property owner to the north, appeared before the Council to present comments against the rezone request. Mr. Ranum felt his house will be the most affected by the rezone. Among his concerns was the approach change, property values dropping, increased traffic and having to view the backside of a commercial property. Mr. Ranum felt leaving the property residential would be better for the area. Further, Mr. Ranum commented that the City built a frontage road for the purpose of commercial properties, so why not use for that commercial development.

Aaron Skarsgard, on behalf of JEDKAS Properties LLP, appeared before the Council. Also present on behalf of JEDKAS Properties LLP were Doug Kinnoin and Jim Enge. Mr. Skarsgard commented he respects the concerns presented by Mr. Ranum and has been upfront with their project from the beginning, trying to do what is right. Mr. Skarsgard stated the rezone to commercial will present opportunities for new businesses; creating more jobs for the Stanley community. Mr. Skarsgard presented the Council a listing of binding restrictions that will be placed on the property prohibiting certain types of businesses as they want to attract retail and professional services. Mr. Skarsgard requested the Council approve the rezone as recommended by the P&Z Commission. It was mentioned the property to the north of JEDKAS along Highway 8 is currently zoned C3.

Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve the rezone of Sublots 1 and 2 of Lot B of Outlot 1 of the W½NW¼ of Section 27, Township 156N, Range 91W from Residential to C3 – Corridor – Highway Commercial as requested by JEDKAS Properties LLP and as recommended by the P&Z Commission with the binding restrictions, as presented by Mr. Skarsgard, being placed on the property. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Holte; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign the Plat of Sublot A of Outlot 53 of the SW¼NE¼ of Section 21, Township 156N, Range 91W (City of Stanley), Amended Plat of Sublot C of Outlot 2 of the NW¼SE¼ of Section 21, Township 156N, Range 91W, and Amended Plat of Sublot D of Outlot 2 of the NW¼SE¼ of Section 21, Township 156N, Range 91W as submitted by Jon Corpron for properties located at 13 3rd Street SE, 311 Railroad Avenue SE and the property to the north that he will be purchasing from the City of Stanley and as recommended by the P&Z Commission. Motion carried.

Chairman Heidbreder mentioned the P&Z Commission discussed the rights of property owners to rezone their property. The P&Z Commission also discussed zoning of commercial property adjacent highways and having residential property more inward. 

PLANNING & ZONING ADMINISTRATOR REPORT
Amanda Dennis, P&Z Administrator, presented the following sign permits for the Council’s approval:

Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Wienbar, to approve the P&Z Administrator Report. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Holte; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

PARK BOARD
Brandi Larson, Chris Schneider and Matt Meiers, Members of the Stanley Park Board, met with the Council to request $240,000 from the Park District’s share of sales tax (Fund 42) for improvements at the Sauber Sports Complex.

Motion made by Holte, seconded by Hellman, to approve the $240,000 in funding as requested by the Stanley Park Board. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Holte; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Mayor Weisenberger asked if the Park Board is proceeding with plans for a pool and splash pad. President Larson stated the Park Board has received a quote from a Canadian based company, but want to finish projects at the Sauber Sports Complex before proceeding with plans. The Park Board will be working on fundraisers for the pool/splash pad project. 


JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT – VANGUARD/COUNTY
Attorney Evert explained the Joint Powers Agreement between the City of Stanley and County of Mountrail pertaining to breakdown of terms for acquisition and utilization of the Vanguard software and the costs associated with the licensing of said software. Mr. Evert explained using the County’s software/license through Vanguard would be a cost savings for the City. City Auditor, Allyn Sveen, stated the County would like some added verbiage to the agreement addressing reimbursement to the County. It was mentioned the agreement could be approved subject to Attorney Evert’s review and approval of added verbiage. Councilman Gaaskjolen asked if the City would have enough access to the program. Auditor Sveen stated the City would keep their licensing through Vanguard for “Remote Edit” and “Website” services. 

Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to enter into a Joint Powers Agreement setting forth the terms for acquisition, utilization, and cost associated with Vanguard software subject to Attorney Evert’s review and approval of any additional verbiage. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Holte; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

BROSZ ENGINEERING UPDATES
Engineer Jeff Ebsch was present to update the Council on projects being handled through Brosz Engineering.
1. [bookmark: OLE_LINK1]2019 Chip Sealing – Engineer Ebsch presented the option of entering into a Joint Powers Agreement with the City of Bowbells for 2019 chip seal projects. By doing so, the City would save on engineering and construction cost. Attorney Evert stated there is nothing that precludes the City from doing so.  Engineer Ebsch will figure out the full scope of the project and present an estimate to the Board before proceeding with the project. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to authorize Attorney Evert to proceed with drafting a Joint Powers Agreement with the City of Bowbells.  ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Holte; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

2. General Agreement for Engineering Services – Engineer Ebsch explained agreements with Brosz Engineering as presented to the Council for action. Engineer Ebsch stated the General Agreement for Engineering Services is used for non-specific tasks and a Task Agreement will be used for specific projects such as the 2019 Chip Seal Project. The agreements will be placed back on the agenda for next meeting to allow the attorney time to review.

3. Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF) and Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) – Engineer Ebsch mentioned the ND Department of Health (NDDOH) approved the City’s request for DWSRF and their project will be placed on the priority list. NDDOH is in the process of finalizing CWSRF priority list. 

4. Infrastructure Funding Legislation – Engineer Ebsch informed the Council he will continue to monitor legislation concerning infrastructure funding. Mayor Weisenberger informed Engineer Ebsch not to spend too much time on monitoring bills as the City has hired Shane Goettle and he could be contacted with any concerns or questions. 

5. Long Term Capital Improvements Plan (CIP) – Engineer Ebsch stated he has been working with Public Works Director, Curtis Larson, on developing a Long Term CIP and identifying existing conditions of water, sanitary sewer and streets. Currently the plan is divided into four phases of construction with focus on blocks in need of water and sewer system replacement.  

6. Infrastructure Committee and Public Input Meeting – Engineer Ebsch stated the CIP is at a point where the Infrastructure Committee should meet to review and approve the CIP that has been developed so the Council could move forward with a public input meeting. It was suggested the Infrastructure Committee meeting be scheduled sometime during the week of February 18, 2019. 

7. Facility Plan – Priority Project #1 – Engineer Ebsch commented on the Facility Plan, the first step required by NDDOH. The NDDOH will allow the City to have a single Facility Plan for water and sewer system improvements which would cover all future phases. A Task Agreement with Brosz Engineering would be needed for the Facility Plan for Stanley Water/Sewer Improvement – Phase I. The Council agreed this agreement would also be placed on the next meeting’s agenda to allow time for the attorney to review. 

8. District 36 Bond Refinancing – Engineer Ebsch commented the NDDOH Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) will allow refinancing of District #36 bonds at 2% interest for 20 years. Currently the City has three bonds for District #36 and refinancing into one bond would save approximately $202,064 in cumulative interest. The option of paying off the bonds was also discussed with the continuation of specials being collected and deposited into an infrastructure improvement fund for future projects. Motion made by Holte, seconded by Wienbar, to proceed with refinancing of District #36 bonds into one bond. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Holte; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 
VISITORS’ PROMOTION COMMITTEE
George Littlecreek, Chairman of the Visitors’ Promotion Committee, met with the Council to present requests for grant funding from the Stanley Visitors’ Promotion Fund. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the recommendation of the Visitors’ Promotion Committee to approve grant requests as follows:
· $2,000 to Stanley Park District for “Stanley Daddy Daughter Dance” event on March 2, 2019,
· $9,750 to Stanley Commercial Club for July 4, 2019 celebration/events, and
· $1,100 to Mountrail County Health Foundation for “Be Still My Beating Heart” Heart Healthy Women’s Expo event on March 11, 2019.
ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Holte; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 
GAMING PERMIT
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to approve a Charity Local Permit to the Mountrail County Farm Bureau to conduct a poker run on March 9, 2019 with proceeds donated to the Park Board for the pool project. Motion carried.

POLICE REPORT
Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson, mentioned a joint meeting was held with Mayor Weisenberger, Attorney Evert, Joel Wilt with NDDOT and himself concerning trucks using undesignated City streets. The City was informed larger truck route signs and load restrictions signs could be used to direct trucks to the bypass route. Also discussion was held on having 4’ X 4’ blinker signs and on the placement of load restrictions signs to prevent trucks from using City streets. Chief of Police Halvorson could work with the County Engineer to place City restrictions on the website and direct trucks to use the bypass route. Also, Chief of Police Halvorson could work with County on signage. A Police Committee meeting will be held after Police Chief Halvorson presents information to NDDOT to get their approval to move forward on this signage. Discussion was also held on amending the Truck Route Ordinance penalty to have minimum fines for 1st, 2nd and subsequent offenses. 

Police Chief Halvorson commented on complaints received of trucks/trailers being parked east of the County Social Services Building limiting employee parking. Police Chief Halvorson asked about the possibility of having employee parking signs from 8-4:30, Monday-Friday on the east side of the County Building. It was the consensus of the Council to not allow as this is not allowed for any other business.
Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve the Police Report. Motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
Councilman Gaaskjolen presented the Public Works (PW) Report to the Council. 

An estimate from Electric & Magneto in the amount of $9,668.19 for a generator, automatic transfer switch and accessories for the main lift station and an estimate from Craft Electric in the amount of $4,917.50 for electrical connections for a total of $14,595.59 were presented to the Council. Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve the purchase and installation/wiring of a generator for the main lift station at a cost not to exceed $16,000. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Holte and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

Motion was made by Wienbar, seconded by Taylor, to approve the purchase of enzymes in the amount of $11,700 from Chemical Engineering Specialists. Councilman Gaaskjolen indicated the enzymes are used for maintenance at the lift stations and the quantity ordered should last a couple of years. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Holte; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Wienbar, to approve the Public Works Report. Motion carried.

ATTORNEY UPDATES
Attorney Evert commented he is still working on amending the Developer’s Agreement with Mountrail Builders for Prairie Rose Estates Second Addition and other cleanup items with Auditor Sveen. P&Z Administrator Dennis asked about a subdivision agreement with JEDKAS since they will be subdividing their property. Attorney Evert suggested having JEDKAS Properties LLP look at the subdivision ordinance so they are aware of the provisions. Also, Attorney Evert suggested Brosz get minimum standards set for right of way, street width, etc. and present City Engineering Standards to Council at their next meeting. Attorney Evert commented the Council could place a buffer zone requirement when the property is presented for re-plat. In addition, discussion was held on finalizing contract agreements for the City Hall Project. 

AUDITOR UPDATES
City Auditor, Allyn Sveen, presented an update on grants received through the Energy Infrastructure & Impact Office. The use of funds under Grant #G170025 has been extended until December 2019. The Council agreed to use the balance of funds for this grant for the City Hall Project. Also, a new grant in the amount of $60,000 was awarded to the City for warning sirens. The Council discussed getting an additional estimate before proceeding. Attorney Evert commented the Council is not required to bid the project. City Auditor Sveen informed the Council that the building currently housing City Hall has been sold. 

COUNCIL CONCERNS
Councilmember Wienbar commented that the road by the Airport needs plowing. P&Z Administrator Dennis would mention this concern to the Public Works Department.

JUDGES REPORT
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Taylor, to approve the Judge’s report for January, 2019. Motion carried.
