[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE STANLEY CITY COUNCIL
MARCH 10, 2020

Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the March 10, 2020 regular meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. The following Council Members were present: Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Ty Taylor, Gary Weisenberger, Linda Wienbar, Tim Holte and David Minton. Others in attendance were City Auditor, Allyn Sveen; Planning & Zoning Administrator, Amanda Dennis; Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson; Public Works Director, Curtis Larson and City Attorney, Jordon Evert from the Furuseth Olson & Evert P.C. Law Firm. 

7 PM PUBLIC HEARING & 2nd READING ANNEXATION ORDINANCE – COUNTRY ESTATES
The public hearing and action on Ordinance #96-34 pertaining to the annexation of property described as Lots C, D, E, F, G, H, I and J of Outlot 1 of WNW and Lots 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 of Sublot A of the Subdivision of Outlot 1 of WNW of Section 27, Township 156N, Range 91W in Country Estates was tabled February 11, 2020. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to un-table such annexation proceedings. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

The continuation of the public hearing was held at 7:00 P.M. for the purpose of taking comments on the petition filed for the annexation of properties in Country Estates. Property owners present were Donella Larson, Neil & Deborah Footh, Chris & Alicia Pulver, and Blair Hynek. 

Property owners received information on real estate taxes as requested last meeting. The real estate taxes will be considerably higher if annexed into the City of Stanley. Mr. Footh asked about special assessments. Engineer Jeff Ebsch stated he did some further calculations, and the water and sewer improvement is estimated at $600,000. Mr. Ebsch stated this is only a broad assumption. Mr. Ebsch indicated if the City contributed 20% to the project, the property owners estimated cost would be $480,000 or $40,000 per homeowner. This estimated cost is without grant funding; and if the City received 60% grant funding for the water portion of the project, the estimate per property owner would be around $30,000. Mr. Ebsch stated special assessments for water and sewer can be spread over thirty years.  Auditor Sveen mentioned that currently all water and sewer improvements are spread over a period of fifteen (15) years with the exception of city-wide District #36. Mayor Weisenberger stated consideration could be given to spread specials over a longer period of time if it becomes necessary to make it more affordable.  

Discussion was held on ownership of the platted streets through Country Estates. Blair Hynek indicated he was in favor of the annexation but questioned why the City would not take over the streets. Engineer Ebsch stated the streets are not consistent with the minimum requirements.  Mr. Pulver asked about the location of water and sewer lines. Engineer Ebsch stated the best solution has not been determined yet; easement would be needed from the property owners where necessary. Mr. Footh indicated power lines and trees could be an issue.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve the amended second reading with the City taking over ownership of streets and final passage of Ordinance #96-34 to annex property described as Lots C, D, E, F, G, H, I and J of Outlot 1 of WNW and Lots 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 of Sublot A of the Subdivision of Outlot 1 of WNW of Section 27, Township 156N, Range 91W in Country Estates owned by Christopher & Alicia Pulver (Lot 1), Jesse & Lori Weyrauch (Lot 2), Darryl Erie (Lot 3), Brady & Jill Ellis (Lot 4), Marlin & Cindy Ranum (Lot 5), Austin & Abi Vachal (Lot C), Blair & Carol Hynek (Lot D), Donella Larson (Lot E), Neil & Deborah Footh (Lot F), David Nesheim (Lot G), Jody Uran (Lots H & I) and Cory & Jamie Rice (Lot J) as follows:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF STANLEY, MOUNTRAIL COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA:

The City Council of the City of Stanley, North Dakota, pursuant to Chapter 40-51.2 of the North Dakota Century Code, states that:

1) Not less than three-fourths (¾)  of the owners of the following described real property have signed a written petition for annexation into the corporate boundaries of the City of Stanley, North Dakota; and

2) All of the below-described real property is lands that are contiguous or adjacent real property which is within the corporate limits of the City of Stanley;

3) The real property to be annexed into the City of Stanley as approved by the City Council is fully described as follows, to-wit:

TOWNSHIP 156 NORTH, RANGE 91 WEST:

Section 27:	Lots C, D, E, F, G, H, I and J of Outlot 1 of the W½NW¼ (7.63 Acres, more or less)  as shown on attached plat recorded in the Office of the Mountrail County Recorder on June 1, 1977 as Document #224742

Section 27:	Lots 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 of Sublot A of the Subdivision of Outlot 1 of W½NW¼ (5.17 Acres, more or less) as shown on attached plat recorded in the Office of the Mountrail County Recorder on November 15, 2007 as Document #333855

Annexation includes all streets dedicated to the public as shown on attached plat of Outlot 1 of the W½NW¼ recorded in the Office of the Mountrail County Recorder on June 1, 1977 as Document #224742. Further, the City of Stanley does assume ownership and/or jurisdiction of said streets under this Annexation Ordinance #96-34.

EFFECTIVE DATE.

This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after final passage, and due publication according to law.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

MINUTES
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve the minutes of the February 11, 2020 regular meeting, as corrected. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING RECOMMENDATIONS
Todd Heidbreder, Chairman of the Planning & Zoning Commission, presented the P&Z Commission report and recommendations to the City Council. 

Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Taylor, to approve a variance as recommended by the P&Z Commission to allow placement of an additional sign on property owned by Stanley Hardware at 205 South Main Street. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Councilman Hellman abstained from voting. Motion carried.

Chairman Heidbreder commented on the application from Anthony Bishop for a variance to allow placement of a 1997 mobile home in West Side Park owned by Ryan and Beth Gjellstad. Mr. Heidbreder indicated the mobile home appears to be in good condition and Mr. Gjellstad has no objections. Discussion was held on reviewing the ordinance that specifies mobile homes shall not be more than two (2) years old in a Mobile Home District as variances for older mobile homes are continually being allowed. Chairman Heidbreder commented that variances have been allowed for mobile homes placed in trailer courts but not on private residential lots.  Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve a variance as recommended by the P&Z Commission allowing the placement of a 1997 mobile home in West Side Park at 525 4th Street SW Lot #7 as requested by Anthony Bishop. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and Council member Wienbar voted “NAY”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign plat of Outlot 77 located in the NW¼NE¼ of Section 28, Township 156N, Range 91W for property owned by Arlene Aune located at 431 7th Avenue SE contingent upon County review and approval. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Chairman Heidbreder commented on the application submitted by Mountrail Builders/Kraft Real Estate Holding LLC-Michael D. Kraft. The property is already rezoned commercial but does not fit under one of the four commercial districts under the City’s ordinance; in this case C3 Corridor-Highway Commercial District. The P&Z is recommending the rezone fee be waived because of this requirement. A public hearing has been set for April 13, 2020 at 5:30 P.M. to receive comments on the application submitted by Mountrail Builders/Kraft Real Holding LLC-Michael D. Kraft for the rezone of property described as Lot 7 Country Meadows Subdivision to the City of Stanley located at 1 Meadow Lane. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to waive the rezone fee for Mountrail Builders/Kraft Real Estate Holding LLC-Michael D. Kraft’s application as recommended by the P&Z Commission.  ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Holte, to approve the above permits in the March 2020 P&Z Administrator Report. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

CARRON DAY – HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN UPDATE
Carron Day, Senior Planner with Stantec and consultant for Mountrail County, met with the Council to discuss the renewal of the Mountrail County Multi-Jurisdiction Hazard Mitigation Plan. Carron Day expressed the importance of community input and encouraged council members to complete the on-line survey found on the Mountrail County Website or on the Disaster Emergency Facebook page.

LIQUOR LICENSE REQUEST
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve an On-Sale Liquor License to Cross Country Equity LLC DBA Black Gold Suites with license fee pro-rated to June 30, 2020. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

SHANE AADNES – STANLEY SCHOOL
Shane Aadnes, Member of the Stanley School Board, met with the Council concerning use of the funds from the Visitors’ Promotion Fund. Mr. Aadnes argued that the use of funds can be used for equipment. Attorney Evert commented that the intent of the letter from the City law firm was to point out the Stanley City Council has the discretion to deny an application if they felt the request did not meet criteria. Council members expressed concerns and did not feel this equipment purchase enhanced tourism, but were willing to reconsider funding for a speaker provided other schools are invited to attend the presentation. It was mentioned other schools would be invited to the presentation.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to reconsider the motion passed on February 11, 2020, denying the grant request of the Stanley School for $10,000 to assist with the installation of a professional vape detector and hire a speaker to do a presentation on vaping and prevention. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to partially approve the grant request of the Stanley School allowing $3,850 in grant funding for a speaker to do a presentation on vaping and prevention. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

VISITORS COMMITTEE
George Littlecreek, Chairman of the Visitors’ Committee, met with the Council to present a request for grant funding from the Visitors’ Promotion Fund.

Motion made by Gaaskjolen, seconded by Holte, to approve a grant of $3,000 from the Visitors’ Promotion Fund to the Stanley Commercial Club for the 5th Annual Beer Fest to be held on April 4, 2020. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

EDC
John Westby, Representative of the Economic Development Committee, met with the Council to present requests for EDC grant funding. Mr. Westby indicated the EDC had four requests for funds, but only acted on two of the requests. More information was requested from the applicants of the pending requests. 

Mr. Westby commented on the request from the Optometry Clinic for grant funding for equipment upgrades to provide additional testing and procedure services to patients rather than having to send patients elsewhere to receive such services. This improvement would also attract others from the surrounding areas that are traveling elsewhere for specialized services to use the local service in Stanley. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to approve a grant of $19,000 to Optometry Clinic PC to assist with the purchase of specialized equipment as recommended by the EDC. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Wade Enget with the Mountrail County Aquatics Foundation met with the Council to explain the Foundation’s request for grant funding for replacement and installation of the sand filter for the pool. Also present from the Foundation were Heath Hetzel and Angela Schepp. Mr. Enget commented that since 2002 over 250,000 people have used the aquatic facility. The facility is used by the school, swimming lessons, the public, seniors, etc. and attracts people from all over the area. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Holte, to approve a grant of $33,575 to the Mountrail County Aquatics Foundation Inc. for replacement and installation of sand filter for the pool as recommended by the EDC. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

PINNACLE EXPRESS – WELL ABANDONMENT
Jim Wznick, General Manager of Pinnacle, met with the Council to discuss abandonment of the water well on property owned by Farmers Union Oil described as Lot 2, Block 3, Annabelle Homes Addition. Also present was Todd Busche, C-Store Operations Manager. Mr. Wznick stated the water well belongs to the City and would like written permission from the City to abandon the well. Also, Mr. Wznick requested the City cost share in the expense to cap and abandon the well. The estimate cost is $3,950 plus any electrical and excavation costs associated with the abandonment. It was mentioned the electricity to the well is already disconnected. Motion made by Holte, seconded by Minton, to agree to the abandonment of the well and reimburse Farmers Union for 50% of the costs to abandon the well not exceeding $3,500. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. The City requested a copy of the well abandonment record once the project is complete.

BROSZ ENGINEERING UPDATES
Engineer Jeff Ebsch was present to update the Council on projects being handled through Brosz Engineering.
1. Reservoir Road Improvements – Engineer Ebsch updated the Council on the progress of the Reservoir Road Improvement project. The plans are complete and Brosz is working on permitting with the Division of Water Quality with the ND Department of Environmental Quality and the 404 Permit with US Army Corps of Engineer. Engineer Ebsch presented street lighting options. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Wienbar, to authorize the City Auditor to sign the Section 404 Permit Application for the Reservoir Road Project. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Holte, to bid the Reservoir Road Project in April pending permit from the ND DEQ and the Section 404 Permit from the Corps. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve Option B using MDU installed light fixtures on the four existing poles and adding four additional new poles for lighting along the Reservoir Road shared use pathway. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

2. Truck Route Signs – Engineer Ebsch informed the Council that some trucks are finding the truck route signage confusing and are pulling into 9th Ave SE extension. Engineer Ebsch recommended relocating the newly installed big sign to the north side of 9th Ave SE and either relocating the small truck route sign with existing sign or replace with a flashing sign at an estimate cost of $3,500 to eliminate the confusion. Motion made by Minton, seconded by Hellman, to relocate signage as discussed and replace the small sign with a flashing truck route sign. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

3. Country Estates – Engineer Ebsch mentioned the pre-application to the ND State Water Commission for Country Estates Water Main Extension has been submitted. The potential grant funding if approved could be up to $209,460 for the water improvement. There is not a guarantee for funding. 

4. Stanley Phase I Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) – Engineer Ebsch presented a more defined cost of the estimated $13 million Phase I CIP with the breakdown as follows: Construction $9,800,000; Contingency $980,000, Preliminary Engineering $970,000, Administration and Legal $250,000 and Construction Engineering $990,000. Engineer Ebsch explained preliminary engineering critical items that need to be completed in order to bid Phase I of the CIP in April of 2021. Engineer Ebsch requested approval of Task Order 2 with authorization to spend up to $550,000 for preliminary engineering. Motion made by Minton, seconded by Wienbar, to approve Task Order 2 with Brosz Engineering for continuation of Preliminary Engineering Services of Phase 1 of the Capital Improvement Plan and authorize up to $550,000 for preliminary engineering services. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Councilman Gaaskjolen abstained from voting. Motion carried.

5. Stanley Pond Shoreline Rehabilitation – Engineer Ebsch commented on the meeting held with ND Game & Fish Department representatives to discuss shoreline rehabilitation of the City Pond. The maximum grant award from Save Our Lakes (SOL) funding is $30,000. The Game & Fish Department is asking the City to grant public access, sign the Section 404 Permit and participate with the Flexamat purchase in the amount of $17,600 and trucking of excavated material. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to authorize a Public Access Easement and the signing of the Section 404 Permit with the Corps, provide trucking and approve purchase of Flexamat at a cost not exceeding $20,000. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.
NDDOT – CONSTRUCTION & MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to authorize the Mayor and City Auditor to sign the Construction & Maintenance Agreement with the ND Department of Transportation for Reservoir Road Reconstruction Project SRF-003(058). ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

CITY HALL PROJECT – PAY REQUESTS
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve payments as follows for work completed on the Stanley City Hall Project: First Dakota Enterprises in the amount of $124,650 for Pay Application #11, Rudolph Electric in the amount of $91,233 for Pay Application #3 and Minot Plumbing & Heating in the amount of $12,595.62 for Pay Application #9. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Discussion was held on a phone system for the new City Hall through RTC as Midstate Telephone does not provide phone systems. RTC recommended leasing versus purchasing a phone system. Motion made by Holte, seconded by Minton, to approve leasing an IP Phone System through RTC at a cost of $304.59 per month for 48 months total. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

2019 AUDIT REPORT
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Wienbar, to approve the 2019 Stanley City Audit as conducted by Rath & Mehrer PC. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

EMPLOYMENT COMMITTEE
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Holte, to approve a 50¢ per hour raise for City Assessor, Hannah Collins, as recommended by the Employment Committee as City Assessor Collins successfully completed the Class 2 Assessor Certification. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

TREE COMMITTEE
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to appoint Curtis Larson as City Forester. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

Forester Larson commented on the March 2, 2020 meeting of the Tree Committee. The City received a $10,000 grant with the tree planting on Main Street being a main priority. Only a few Main Street property owners agreed to plant trees. The Tree Committee recommended a mandatory planting on vacant boulevards on Main Street to help with the beautification of Main Street. The Public Works Department would do the planting and watering. The City Council did not want to move forward with a mandatory planting, but suggested another letter be sent to the property owners asking if they would reconsider planting a tree(s) in their boulevard if the PW Department would do the planting and watering to help establish the trees. A second letter would be sent as suggested by the Council.

CITY SALES TAX
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to place a measure on the June 9, 2020 Primary Election ballot  asking electors to vote on continuance of the 1½% city sales and use tax for community wide benefits, as specified in the Home Rule Charter as amended, for an additional six years ending December 31, 2026. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

The February 19, 2020 letter from the ND State Tax Commissioner regarding adjustments to the city sales tax revenue was reviewed. The Council agreed only the continuance of the 1½% sales tax be voted on in the 2020 Primary Election. 

GAMING PERMITS
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Wienbar, to approve a Local Permit to the Mountrail County Health Foundation to conduct a raffle and a Restricted Event Permit to the Stanley Public School to conduct a poker. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

SPECIAL EVENT LIQUOR LICENSE
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Wienbar, to approve a permit to The Leader Bar for the Annual Beerfest Event on April 4, 2020 at the Mountrail County South Complex. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

POLICE REPORT
Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson, met with the Council. Chief of Police Halvorson requested to purchase four (4) additional laptops with Windows 10 at the cost of $18,126. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve the purchase of four (4) laptops as requested by Chief of Police Halvorson. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Chief of Police Halvorson commented on radios needing replacement to meet the ND Statewide Interoperable Radio Network (SIRN) standards. Chief of Police Halvorson stated the State will be reimbursing $1,500 per radio. The City will need to replace six portable radios and six mobile/vehicle radios. The purchase of radios is not in the 2020 budget. Chief of Police Halvorson stated Motorola will give $1,000 towards trade-in of each radio. 

Chief of Police Halvorson mentioned the installers for the outdoor warning sirens have been contacted; as of this date no response has been received from the company. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to approve the Police Report. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
Curtis Larson, Public Works Director, presented the Public Works (PW) Report to the Council.

Discussion was held on the 8th Avenue SE/Cemetery draining issues. Engineer Ebsch presented various options to the Council. The lowest cost option is to clean out ditch and cattails along 4th St SW and in Frontier Village at an estimated cost of $10,000 without culvert replacement and $100,000 with culvert replacement. Due to the low elevations, Engineer Ebsch did not feel this option is feasible. A more costly option would be to install a storm sewer gravity main from the cemetery east to Main Street/8th Avenue intersection and connect to the existing storm manhole. This option would involve street reconstruction from 4th Street to Main Street at an estimated cost of $1.2 Million. This option would also be a permanent solution with low maintenance.  Last option, at an estimated cost of $500,000, would be to install a storm lift station and a storm sewer force main. This option could address other drainage issues with those areas being connected into the system. Mayor Weisenberger suggested consideration be given to locate a lift station near the slough on the north side of US#2 across from Holiday Gas Station. Mayor Weisenberger felt NDDOT should also be contacted to see if their department would help with the drainage issues. Engineer Ebsch would look into this matter further. 

PW Director Larson asked about proceeding with reconstruction of one block of 4th Avenue SW on the south side of Stanley Elementary School. Bechtold Paving was not able to complete the project in 2019. The Council agreed to include the 4th Avenue SW project in with Reservoir Road Project as a bid option.

PW Director Larson presented information to the Council and informed them there are 25 curb stops not functioning in Annabelle Addition and 16 not functioning in John Rian Addition. There are an additional 26 valves that are broken or hard to turn for a total of 67 curb stops needing replacement. PW Director Larson commented on the problems of having to turn off water to a residence because of the damaged shut-off valves. Also, PW Director Larson mentioned some of the curb stops have been damaged by the property owner and in John Rian Addition curb stops were installed using brass and galvanized steel together. Attorney Evert recommended having a discussion by phone to see what options could be taken. Engineer Ebsch suggested allocating a budget each year and repair so many curb stops each year. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to approve the Public Works Report. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

ATTORNEY UPDATES
Attorney Evert mentioned he would research ordinances pertaining to curb stops/shut-off valves. 

COUNCIL CONCERNS
The Council reviewed the request from Vision West ND for a sponsorship for the Summit on Behavioral Health. No action was taken by the Council.

Councilman Taylor asked that the City continue to look for additional means of funding to help assist with Phase I of the Capital Improvements Project. 

Councilman Gaaskjolen commented he did not attend the Legacy Fund Earnings Committee meeting recently held in Watford City. The West Dakota Energy Association did present lots of ideas for use of Legacy Fund Earnings. The City of Stanley also submitted written comments and asked that Legacy Fund Earnings be used for critical infrastructure needs and needed services in cities to provide for continued growth in the oil industry.

Mayor Weisenberger mentioned Stanley City received a $210,000 grant from the Energy Infrastructure and Impact Office for their request for funding for improvements to the City’s wastewater treatment facility and to upgrade pumps at the Main Lift Station.
