MINUTES OF THE STANLEY CITY COUNCIL
MARCH 12, 2019

Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the March 12, 2019 regular meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. The following Council Members were present: Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Ty Taylor, Gary Weisenberger, Tim Holte and David Minton. Councilmember Linda Wienbar was absent. Others in attendance were City Auditor, Allyn Sveen; Planning & Zoning Administrator, Amanda Dennis; Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson; Public Works Director, Curtis Larson and via phone City Attorney, Jordon Evert from the Furuseth Olson & Evert P.C. Law Firm. 

MINUTES
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2019 regular meeting. Motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING RECOMMENDATIONS
Todd Heidbreder, Chairman of the Planning & Zoning Commission, presented the P&Z Commission report and recommendations to the City Council.

Chairman Heidbreder commented on the application submitted by Highline Water LLC for a conditional use permit to pump water for industrial use from a dammed portion of the Little Knife Reservoir on property owned by David and Stephanie Enander located in the NW¼SE¼ of Section 32, Township 156N, Range 91W. The P&Z Commission set a public hearing for April 8, 2019 for this application. 

Chairman Heidbreder commented the P&Z Committee reviewed permits issued with conditions and/or sunset provisions. The permit pertaining to rental property at 529 5th St SE was questioned as the use was grandfathered and specific to the applicants and both have passed away. 

MDU – STREET LIGHT PROJECT
Ken Callahan with Montana-Dakota Utilities Company (MDU) met with the Council to present a cost estimate for replacement of City owned lights with energy efficient LED lights. The estimate to replace 71 lights with 90 watt LED is $14,229.11 which includes disposal costs for old lights. Public Works Director, Curtis Larson, mentioned there are areas, such as by the County Courthouse that should be replaced with 110 watt LED. Mr. Callahan stated this adjustment could be made at an additional cost of $62.25 per light once it is determined where 110 watt LED lights will be installed. Mr. Callahan commented lights will be brighter and might be positioned in a manner that may have an unwanted effect on a residence; MDU will adjust such lights upon request of the City. Mr. Callahan commented the new lights will be warrantied up to 10 years but could potentially last for 20 years. Councilman Gaaskjolen asked if the warranty is with MDU or the manufacturer. Mr. Callahan will get an answer on this warranty question. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to approve the estimate from MDU for replacement of City owned lights with energy efficient LED lights and authorize PW Director Larson to determine location of 110 watt LED lights with total cost not exceeding $15,000 and payment to be made from the General Fund. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

VISITORS’ PROMOTION COMMITTEE
George Littlecreek, Chairman of the Visitors’ Promotion Committee, met with the Council to present requests for grant funding from the Stanley Visitors’ Promotion Fund. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve a grant of $2,500 to the Stanley Park District & ND Farm Bureau for the 1st Annual Poker-Chip Chasing Run held March 9, 2019. Motion carried.

Chairman Littlecreek commented on the application from the Blue Jay Booster Club for the Will Athletic Complex Renovation. The project will have levels of supporters and there will be signage recognizing this contribution if approved. Chairman Littlecreek suggested recognizing hotels in Stanley City on signage as this is where the funding originates from. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Holte, to approve a grant of $40,000 to the Blue Jay Booster Club for the Will Athletic Complex Renovation. Councilman Taylor expressed concerns of request meeting guidelines and if these tax dollars should be used to fund school projects. Councilman Hellman felt the project will attract people to Stanley. Councilman Gaaskjolen expressed concerns of the total project funding being raised to complete the project. Councilman Holte stated it is the intent to have all money raised before going forth with the project.  ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Holte and Minton; and Councilman Taylor voted “NAY”. Motion carried. 

BROSZ ENGINEERING UPDATES
Engineer Jeff Ebsch was present to update the Council on projects being handled through Brosz Engineering.
1. Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF) and Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) – Engineer Ebsch mentioned the ND Department of Health (NDDOH) approved loan funding in the amount of 4.5 million for CWSRF and 4.5 million for DWSRF both at 2% for 30 years. This is not a loan commitment, but can be used for qualified projects that the City moves forth with.

2.  Infrastructure Committee and Public Input Meeting – Engineer Ebsch stated the Infrastructure Committee met February 28, 2019 to review and discuss existing conditions of the City’s infrastructure and the phased Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) concentrating on older developments. Engineer Ebsch commented Mike Hynek will be working on special assessment costs projections based on the proposed 25% plan. Engineer Ebsch stated in April the Council will be presented a more comprehensive plan of the CIP, summary of existing conditions, budget estimates and special assessment projections. Once a complete plan is in place, a public input meeting could be held in April or May.

3. District 36 Bond Refinancing – Engineer Ebsch commented the refinancing of District 36 bonds in the amount of $870,221 at 2% for 20 years was approved by the ND Department of Health. Auditor Sveen stated she is in contact with Bonding Attorney, Steve Vogelpohl, regarding the process to refinance.

4. 2019 Chip Sealing – Engineer Ebsch stated 2019 chip seals are proposed for Frontier Village, 8th Avenue from 4th Street to Frontier Village, Country Meadows, Frontage streets located North and South of Highway 2 for a total of 11,600 LF at an estimated cost of $90,000-$120,000. Engineer Ebsch felt consideration should also be given to chip seal 1st Street NW, 4th Avenue NW and 3rd Street SE for an additional 2,800 LF increasing the estimated cost to $120,000-$150,000. The projects will not need to be publicly bid as it would be under the $150,000 bidding requirement. Engineer Ebsch would solicit estimates from contractors and submit to Council at their May meeting. Attorney Evert mentioned Attorney Amber Fiesel had indicated that Bowbells would be interested in a Joint Powers Agreement if it is determined a JPA is needed. 

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Holte, to approve a Task Agreement with Brosz Engineering Inc. for Preliminary Engineering Services for the 2019 Chip Seal Project at an hourly contract rate not exceeding $10,840 contingent upon final review and approval of the City Attorney. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Councilman Gaaskjolen abstained from voting. Motion carried. 

5. General Agreement for Engineering Services – Engineer Ebsch presented a General Services Agreement for non-specific tasks performed by Brosz Engineering. Engineer Ebsch explained individual projects will be addressed with a Task Agreement. Motion made by Minton, seconded by Taylor, to approve a General Agreement with Brosz Engineering Inc. contingent upon final review and approval of the City Attorney. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Councilman Gaaskjolen abstained from voting. Motion carried. 

6. Facility Plan – Phase 1 Project – Engineer Ebsch presented a Task Agreement for the Facility Plan for Water and Sewer System Improvements Phase 1. Engineer Ebsch stated services would be performed on an hourly basis not exceeding $36,900. Motion by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve a Task Agreement for Preliminary Engineering Services for the Facility Plan for Stanley Water & Sewer Improvement Phase 1 contingent upon final review and approval of the City Attorney. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Councilman Gaaskjolen abstained from voting. Motion carried. 

7. Lagoon Improvements – Engineer Ebsch informed the Council 1.6 million in loan funding is approved for lagoon improvements through ND Department of Health CWSRF at 2% for 30 years. Discussion was held on improvements to Cell #3 that was originally built in 1958. The proposed project will be evaluated in the spring with PW Director Larson and would be presented to the Council for final improvement recommendation. The Council will need to consider a lagoon rate increase if using loan funding through CWSRF, and suggested the increase be addressed at the same time other infrastructure rate increases are discussed. 

RENAISSANCE ZONE
Councilman Hellman, Chairman of the Renaissance Zone Committee, informed the Council the Committee met on 3/5/2019 and recommends approval on the application for Ragamuffin Ranch Daycare for a Renaissance Zone Project for a daycare at 101 1st St SW (Parcel #61-0012700). If granted the commercial structure would be eligible to receive a 5-year property tax exemption on a sliding scale: 100% in year 1, 80% in year 2, 60% in year 3, 40% in year 4 and 20% in year 5. Councilman Hellman commented the application needs to be submitted to the ND Department of Commerce for approval after official approval of Council minutes.

Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve the Renaissance Zone Project Application submitted by Ragamuffin Ranch Daycare for a childcare facility at 101 1st St SW as recommended by the Renaissance Zone Committee. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

2018 AUDIT REPORT
Motion made by Holte, seconded by Hellman, to accept the Audit Report for the year ending December 31, 2018 for the City of Stanley as conducted by Rath & Mehrer, P.C. Motion carried. 

Auditor Sveen stated it was a recommendation to place additional General Fund monies in a certificate of deposit.  Motion made by Minton, seconded by Taylor, to invest $1,000,000 in a 13 month certificate of deposit at the best interest rate possible. The Council would review balances in another three months to see if another certificate of deposit should be purchased. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

CITY HALL PROJECT
Discussion was held on authorizing the Building Committee to approve change orders of minimal cost for the City Hall Project. Councilman Gaaskjolen asked if the bid had a contingency amount to use towards small change orders. Also discussion was held regarding provisions in the contract agreement for retainage and liquidated damages. These items on the City Hall Project would be placed on the April meeting agenda. 

SPECIAL EVENT LIQUOR LICENSES
Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve two permits to The Leader to sell alcoholic beverages at a special event at the Mountrail County South Complex on March 30, 2019 and one on April 4, 2019. Motion carried.

POLICE REPORT
Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson, reported he is looking into the purchase of bullet proof vests for each officer at the cost of $1300 per vest.  Police Chief Halvorson is also looking into updating laptops as Windows 7 is no longer supported and would like built in Wi-Fi. Police Chief Halvorson informed the Council he will be attending a knife/edge training April 1-3 to become an instructor; officers will be trained once he is qualified to instruct. 

Police Chief Halvorson commented he is working with PW Director Larson on load restriction signage and will get estimates on the flashing light signs to prevent trucks from using City streets. 

Motion made by Minton, seconded by Taylor, to approve the Police Report. Motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
Curtis Larson, Public Works Director, presented the Public Works (PW) Report to the Council. PW Director inquired on the removal of the $1.50 per month street lighting maintenance fee that was assessed on monthly billings to property owners. Councilman Hellman states he remembers it being removed due to all the lights that were in disrepair and not working. Mayor Weisenberger felt a street lighting maintenance fee should be reconsidered when other rate increases are brought to the table. 

Discussion was held on the continued drainage issue on property owned by CNB Properties LLP (MonDak) located on Block 2 of Nelson’s Addition. The water from the property continues to drain into the alley and is causing damage to the road. It was suggested to have Brosz Engineering survey and present a solution at the Council’s next meeting. Councilman Taylor asked if a survey would resolve the problem as private property is causing the damage. Enforcement Officer, Amanda Dennis, mentioned many attempts have been made to work with the owner without any resolution so personnel are trying to fix the problem that is hindering City property. Attorney Evert stated the City can initiate a suit against the property owner. Mayor Weisenberger felt the engineer should give a recommendation first before pursuing litigation. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to authorize an expense not exceeding $2,000 to have Brosz survey the property in question and make recommendation to the Council. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Councilman Gaaskjolen abstained from voting. Motion carried. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]PW Director reported on the 8th Avenue SE water main break and mentioned 15 gate valves had to be shut off to determine the location of the break and it took nine hours to isolate the water. It is uncertain why there is still surface water but PW will continue to monitor the location. 

Mayor Weisenberger commended the PW Department on the nice job of removing snow. 

Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve the Public Works Report. Motion carried.

ATTORNEY UPDATES
Attorney Evert commented he is still working on Joint Powers Agreement between the City and County in regards to Vanguard services. It was mentioned the cost of transferring data could be up to $5,000 with the City being responsible for 50% of the cost. 

PW Administrator Dennis asked about a Development Agreement for JEDKAS. Attorney Evert indicated he would work with Auditor Sveen on modifying one of the past agreements already being used. 

COUNCIL CONCERNS
Councilman Hellman commented he was approached by a resident informing him Mandan passed an ordinance to allow chickens in city limits. No comments were expressed by Council.

Councilman Minton expressed concerns regarding abandoned cars on railroad/elevator property. Police Chief Halvorson commented the cars belong to frac company employees. Councilman Taylor also expressed concerns of the two unsupported buildings on the property. Mayor Weisenberger commented the structures could be declared dangerous buildings.
