[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE STANLEY CITY COUNCIL
JUNE 9, 2020

Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the June 9, 2020 regular meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. The meeting was held by teleconference due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The following Council Members were present: Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Ty Taylor, Gary Weisenberger, Linda Wienbar, Tim Holte and David Minton. Others in attendance were City Auditor, Allyn Sveen; Planning & Zoning Administrator, Amanda Dennis; Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson; Public Works Director, Curtis Larson and City Attorney, Kendra Enget from the Furuseth Olson & Evert P.C. Law Firm. 

MINUTES
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the minutes of the May 12, 2020 regular meeting. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING RECOMMENDATIONS
Todd Heidbreder, Chairman of the Planning & Zoning Commission, presented the P&Z Commission report and recommendations to the City Council. 

Chairman Heidbreder commented on the public hearing held on the application submitted by Opportunity Foundation Inc. for a mobile food permit to serve shaved ice in Wilson Park. The P&Z Commission recommended approving the permit at a pro-rated/seasonal fee of $50.00. Motion made by Holte, seconded by Hellman, to approve a mobile food permit to Opportunity Foundation Inc. to allow a mobile stand unit to be located in Wilson Park as recommended by the P&Z Commission with a pro-rated/seasonal permit fee of $50.00. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Chairman Heidbreder commented the P&Z Commission approved a mobile food permit as submitted by Dayne Bruhn Glaholt at a pro-rated/seasonal permit fee of $50.00. Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve a mobile food permit to Dayne Bruhn Glaholt for a mobile ice cream bike at a pro-rated seasonal permit fee of $50.00 as recommended by the P&Z Commission. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Chairman Heidbreder mentioned the P&Z Commission also talked about 4th of July events. Mayor Weisenberger mentioned the Commercial Club has decided to only have a parade and fireworks display with all other events sponsored by the Commercial Club being cancelled.

Motion made by Holte, seconded by Hellman, to approve the above permits in the June 2020 P&Z Administrator Report. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

JOHN WOODBURY
John Woodbury met with the Council to seek support of using the Stanley City Park on July 18, 2020 for a community activity/event fundraiser for the Stanley Volunteer Fire Department. A group of people and businesses will be organizing the all-day event and will have a rib feed from 4 P.M. to 6:00 P.M. Mr. Woodbury indicated he already talked to Park Board and they have no objections. The City Council also expressed no objections to the event.

VISITOR’S COMMITTEE
George Littlecreek, Chairman of the Visitors’ Committee, met with the Council to present requests for grant funding from the Visitors’ Promotion Fund.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the grants from the Visitors’ Promotion Fund as follows: $3,533.99 to the Mountrail County Health Foundation for the Golfing “Fore” a Cause Golf Scramble on 6/20/2020, $3,000 to the Mountrail County Garden Club to promote the Farmers Market on the third Thursday of the months of June, July & August featuring live music and food, and $2,500 to the Mountrail County Garden Club to promote the 5th Annual Harvest Fest on 9/12/2020. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the grant of $20,000 allocated in December 2019 to the Stanley Commercial Club for the 2020 4th of July Celebration. Mr. Littlecreek indicated deposits were made to various vendors and they are willing to hold and use deposits for the 2021 4th of July Celebration but wondered how the Council wanted to handle the remainder of the funds allocated. Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to approve allowing the Commercial Club to keep the remaining grant funding to use for the 2021 4th of July celebration. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Also, discussion was held on the grant of $3,850 allocated in March 2020 to the Stanley School for a speaker on vaping and prevention. The event was cancelled due to COVID-19 restrictions. The Council would review this item in the fall of this year to see if the Stanley School is able to host the event. The allocation would be reimbursed if the event is not held. 

BROSZ ENGINEERING UPDATES
Engineer Jeff Ebsch was present to update the Council on projects being handled through Brosz Engineering.
1. Pavement Repairs – 4th Avenue SE, 5th St SE, 10th Avenue SE, Frontage Road – Engineer Ebsch informed the Council that routes for trucks have been determined and the contractor will start millings tomorrow for the pavement repair projects. The millings will be hauled to the landfill. The work is tentatively scheduled to be completed by July 9, 2020. Engineer Ebsch and Public Works Director, Curtis Larson, presented a proposed change order to the contract with Martin Construction for the Reservoir Road Project, Shared Use Pathway Project and Pavement Repair Projects. The changes would include the removal and replacement of curb and gutter and asphalt gutter on south side of 4th Avenue SW and valley gutter and rip rap channel improvements to the Frontage Road. Engineer Ebsch indicated a wider transition for one of the valley gutters may need to be considered. Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to approve Change Order #3 to the contract with Martin Construction for a cost not exceeding $38,000 for added improvements to 4th Avenue SE and the Frontage Road as presented by Engineer Ebsch and PW Director Larson. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

2. Reservoir Road Improvements – Engineer Ebsch commented that Martin Construction will begin work around June 22, 2020 with project completion tentatively scheduled for August 20, 2020. 

3. Groundwater Monitoring – City Hall Site – Engineer Ebsch stated a letter of request was submitted to the ND Department of Environmental Quality on June 2, 2020 to cease all future groundwater monitoring at the new City Hall site at 221 South Main Street as the ground is no longer being disturbed and to properly abandon all remaining monitoring wells. Engineer Ebsch stated he received a call today from NDDEQ in which it was indicated the well beneath the new City Hall and one additional well can be abandoned and will no longer need to be monitored, but the remaining wells will still need monitoring. The NDDEQ will send verification of this action.

4. Contract 1 – Earthwork – Wastewater Treatment System Improvement – Engineer Ebsch commented Fritel Construction began earthwork for the Wastewater Treatment System Improvement Project consisting of earth slide repair to Cell 3, aggregate surfacing of the service road to Cell 2 and placement of crushed concrete for septic hauler disposal/turnaround reconstruction at Cell 1. Engineer Ebsch stated a pay estimate will be submitted at the next meeting for the work performed to date. 

5. Stanley Pond Rehabilitation – Engineer Ebsch mentioned that all work is complete on the Stanley Pond Rehabilitation Project and a new boat launch area was installed near Reservoir Road close to the new planned parking area. The new fishing pier has not been installed yet although there are people fishing from the shoreline. Also, Engineer Ebsch stated there is a possibility that the old fishing dock may still be useable. Mayor Weisenberger asked if an ordinance should be passed to ban all motorized crafts at the Stanley City Pond. Attorney Enget would work on an ordinance to present to Council at their next meeting. 

6. ND DES Hazard Mitigation Assistance Program – Main Lift Station – Engineer Ebsch stated a grant application was submitted to the ND Department of Emergency Services for 75% of the cost of new lift station pumps and generator at the main lift station. If approved estimated grant funding is up to $98,000; this is in addition to the funds of $15,332.47 already received from the DR4475 Federal Disaster Recovery Assistance Program for emergency pumping costs.

LIQUOR LICENSE REQUESTS
Discussion was held on the alcoholic beverage licenses available under Chapter 8, Article 2 of the Stanley City Ordinances as there are two pending requests for an On-Sale Beer & Wine License with only one license available. Wade & Carol Maurer DBA The Rustic Bean and Cory Rice DBA Joyce’s Café were present. Attorney Enget discussed the four available licenses for On-Sale Beer and Liquor. Attorney Enget commented that if the applicant can comply with all rules and regulations to obtain this type of license including North Dakota Century Code Section 5-02-06(3) pertaining to the alcoholic beverages being opened and mixed in a separate room and gross sales of food are at least equal to gross sales of alcoholic beverages, then applicant could apply for this on-sale license for liquor and beer rather than the on-sale license for beer and wine only. Both applicants present indicated they would like to amend their applications and apply for an On-Sale License for Beer & Liquor.

Motion made by Gaaskjolen, seconded by Hellman, to approve the issuance of an On-Sale Beer & Liquor License to Wade & Carol Maurer DBA The Rustic Bean and Cory & Jamie Rice DBA Joyce’s Café effective July 1, 2020 subject to applicants meeting all requirements to obtain such license. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

CITY HALL PROJECT & PAY REQUEST
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Taylor, to approve payments as follows for work completed on the Stanley City Hall Project: First Dakota Enterprises in the amount of $79,380 for Pay Application #13 and $79,200 for Pay Application #14; Minot Plumbing & Heating in the amount of $26,173.53 for Pay Application #12 and to Rudolph Electric in the amount of $45,000 for Pay Application #5. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

P&Z Administrator Dennis presented change orders to the contract with First Dakota for the City Hall Project. Item 1 in the amount of $2,628 consists of additional concrete to help water drainage on the east side of the building. Item 2 in the amount of $1,491 consists of 6” curb to the south of the dumpster pad to prevent water from draining into the parking lot. P&Z Administrator commented the change order to replace asphalt in the alley is no longer needed as the asphalt is in good condition and does not need replacing. Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve Items 1 & 2 as presented by P&Z Administrator Dennis for a total increased cost of $4,119 to the contract with First Dakota for the City Hall Project as both improvements are needed for safety reasons. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

It was mentioned a walk-through of the City Hall would be done at 10:00 A.M. on June 10, 2020 with final walk-through on June 17, 2020. Councilman Taylor requested PW Director Larson look into getting a flag pole at the Public Works Building and P&Z Administrator Dennis look into one for the new City Hall.

SHARED WATER LINES & CURB STOP REPAIRS
Discussion was held on the shared water line between the residences at 203 1st St SW and 205 1st St SW. PW Director Larson explained the City will be responsible for the expense of the curb stop. The owner’s expense is addressed in Chapter 7.0205 of the Stanley City Ordinances; payment options could be addressed with the owner. Councilman Taylor asked if a T-connection could be used in the existing service line with another curb stop installed next to the existing one. PW Director Larson commented the two curb stops would be in one yard. Attorney Enget commented the two houses were under common ownership in the past; this is why the City is addressing this particular violation at this time. Furthermore, there are issues dealing with nonpayment of utility bills making it difficult for the City to stop services because of the “shared” curb stop. Councilman Hellman stated he would like to give the owner an opportunity to meet with the Council before proceeding with action to correct the violation. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to send a letter to Jeffrey Olson, owner at 205 1st St SW, notifying the owner of violation of Stanley City Ordinance with giving the owner an opportunity to meet with the Council on July 14, 2020 to express his concerns and to send a letter to the adjacent owner at 203 1st St SW making him aware of this matter. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Discussion was held on curb stop repairs in the John Rian Addition. PW Director Larson commented there are around 14 to 16 curb stops needing repairs that can be done by the PW Department. The PW Department is proposing to remove a 16” X 16” piece of driveway, repair the curb stop and replace the cement with the costs being the City’s responsibility. As far as the damaged curb stops needing more than minor repairs and that cannot be repaired by the PW Department, PW Director Larson will obtain estimates and such repairs will be contracted out. Attorney Enget stated the City will need permission from the property owner(s) granting access on their property to make the needed repairs. Once access is granted by the owner, a notice can be sent to the renter regarding the repair to the curb stop. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to proceed with sending a letter to all affected owners in the John Rian Addition pertaining to curb stop repairs on their private property and to request their cooperation in signing an access agreement. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

RESOLUTION SETTING AUDITOR BOND LIMIT
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Taylor, to adopt the following resolution setting the Auditor bond limit:
RESOLUTION SETTING AUDITOR BOND LIMIT

	WHEREAS, the City of Stanley is covered by a blanket bond by the North Dakota State Bond Fund; and,

	WHEREAS, the North Dakota State Bonding Fund provides fidelity bond coverage for city employees and public officials in dealing with public funds; and,

	WHEREAS, the bond is fixed by the city governing body and set by resolution as outlined in NDCC§40-13-02; and,

	WHEREAS, at the June 9, 2020 city council meeting of the Stanley City Council the current bond limits were reviewed and found to be sufficient.

	NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the City Council of the City of Stanley, North Dakota, that the Auditor Bond coverage by the State Bonding Fund in the amount of Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) has been reviewed and found sufficient.

	ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried and Resolution declared adopted.
FIREWORKS RESOLUTION
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the sale and discharge of fireworks from June 27, 2020 through July 5, 2020 contingent upon State fire conditions. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. Mayor Weisenberger suggested that the Stanley City Ordinance for fireworks be reviewed prior to next year to consider banning certain types of loud report fireworks.

1ST READING – TRANSIENT MERCHANTS ORDINANCE
The Council reviewed the proposed ordinance amending Chapter 8 Business Regulations & Licenses, to add Article 7, in its entirety, pertaining to Transient Merchants.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the First Reading of the proposed Transient Merchants Ordinance, Article 7 of Chapter 8 of the Stanley City Ordinances. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

GAMING SITE AUTHORIZATIONS
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to rescind the motion made on May 12, 2020 approving Gaming Site Authorizations to American Foundation for Wildlife to conduct games of chance at The Leader and Opportunity Foundation to conduct games of chance at the Five Spot Bar and to approve a new Gaming Site Authorization to the Veteran’s Club of Kenmare Inc. to conduct games of chance at The Five Spot Bar and to approve a revised Gaming Site Authorization to American Foundation for Wildlife to conduct game of chance at The Leader for a one year period from 7/1/2020 to 6/30/2021. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWALS
Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve the following liquor license renewal applications for July 1, 2020 to June 30, 2021: R&H Inc. DBA Five Spot Bar, Servmore 3 Stanley LLC DBA Safari Fuels, The Beach Bar, Kibo Holding Ltd. DBA Pinnacle Express, Stanley Hotel Suites LLC DBA Mainstay Suites, JK Foods DBA Cash Wise Liquor, Lindhizer Inc. DBA The Leader Bar & Grill, Prairie Rose Golf Club and La Esperanza Mexican Restaurant subject to applicants meeting all requirements to obtain license applied for. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

It was mentioned Pinnacle will be temporarily moving the location of their liquor store during the store remodel to a location with a separate entrance and till and operated by personnel 21 or older in age. Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson, commented he had no concerns regarding this temporary relocation.

SPECIAL EVENT LIQUOR LICENSE
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Taylor, to approve a permit to the Five Spot Bar to sell alcoholic beverages at a special event at the Mountrail County Fair Building on August 15, 2020. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

RESIGNATION
Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to accept the resignation of Gary Ruden as board member on the Housing Authority of Stanley. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

POLICE REPORT
Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson, met with the Council to present two quotes to update the firearms for City police officers. The existing firearms were purchased in 2008 and Chief of Police Halvorson would like to update firearms to be compatible with other agencies. If approved, Chief of Police Halvorson would like to offer the existing firearms to City officers at a value determined to be fair by the Council. Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Minton, to accept the low quote from ACE Hardware in the amount of $3,595.20 for the purchase of six handguns. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Chief of Police Halvorson mentioned he still does not have the new patrol car due to delays caused by COVID-19 and is still working with personnel in the Sheriff’s Department to utilize the new Zuercher System for police reports. Also, Chief of Police Halvorson mentioned he will be checking with Sheriff Corey Bristol to see if the Sheriff’s Department would be willing to manually set off the sirens at 12 noon and 6 P.M. each day until he is able to obtain software to automatically set off sirens at a certain hour. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the Police Report. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
Curtis Larson, Public Works Director, presented the Public Works (PW) Report to the Council. PW Director Larson asked if it was ok to proceed with software updates to the SCADA System through DSI as approved in January 2020 but delayed due to COVID-19 concerns. The Council had no objections of having personnel coming to Stanley to perform the updates.

PW Director Larson mentioned he had Border Plains (Case-IH) add beet juice to the tires of the tractor to stabilize the tractor when using the 19’ mower attachment. The cost was $1,000.00.

PW Director Larson requested permission to replace the batteries for the street lights at the intersection of US#2 and State Highway #8 and at the intersection of US#2 and 4th St SW/82nd Ave NW, with each location requiring three batteries at the cost of $300 each. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve the purchase of six batteries at a total cost of $1,800 for replacement of batteries as presented by PW Director Larson. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

PW Director Larson commented PW employees will be power washing sidewalks and painting on Main Street to make presentable for the 4th of July. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the PW Report. All present voted yes. Motion carried. 

ATTORNEY UPDATES
Attorney Enget further commented she is working to compile dangerous buildings procedures, etc. and is working with the Public Health Department along with State Representative Don Longmuir regarding this matter.

COUNCIL CONCERNS
Councilman Minton expressed his concerns regarding dangerous buildings, especially the old elevators and apartment complexes in John Rian Addition, and stated he would like to see a monthly update on what is being done to resolve these issues. 

Mayor Weisenberger expressed gratitude to Councilman Holte and presented him with a plaque in recognition of his many years of dedicated service on the Stanley City Council. Councilman Holte did not seek re-election. 

Auditor Sveen mentioned the reorganizational meeting of the City Council will be on Tuesday, June 23, 2020 at 7:00 P.M.

Also, Auditor Sveen presented a Delinquency Report for utility bills for the Council’s review and asked the Council if the waiving of late charges and shut-offs for overdue accounts should be continued. It was agreed to discontinue waiving late charges that were allowed because of COVID-19 and allow shut-offs for overdue billings beginning on the July 2020 utility billing for the usage in the previous month. Also, discussion was held on the recent $100 credit on active water/sewer accounts. The Board agreed the credit stays with the residence as it was not the City’s intention to make refunds to renters that have moved.

JUDGES REPORT
Motion made by Gaaskjolen, seconded by Taylor, to approve the Judge’s report for May, 2020. All present voted yes. Motion carried.
