MINUTES OF THE STANLEY CITY COUNCIL
JUNE 11, 2019

Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the June 11, 2019 regular meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. The following Council Members were present: Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Ty Taylor, Gary Weisenberger, Tim Holte and David Minton. Linda Wienbar was absent. Others in attendance were City Auditor, Allyn Sveen; Planning & Zoning Administrator, Amanda Dennis; Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson; Public Works Director, Curtis Larson and via phone City Attorney, Jordon Evert from the Furuseth Olson & Evert P.C. Law Firm. The meeting was held at the new Scout facility located at 440 Reservoir Road.

MINUTES
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to approve the minutes of the May 14, 2019 regular meeting. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING RECOMMENDATIONS
Todd Heidbreder, Chairman of the Planning & Zoning Commission, presented the P&Z Commission report and recommendations to the City Council.

Chairman Heidbreder commented the P&Z Commission approved a mobile food permit as submitted by Dayne Bruhn Glaholt at a pro-rated seasonal permit fee of $50.00. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve a mobile food permit to Dayne Bruhn Glaholt for a mobile ice cream bike at a pro-rated seasonal permit fee of $50.00 as recommended by the P&Z Commission. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign the Plat of Wildflower Ranch Subdivision consisting of Block 1 in the NE¼ and the NW¼, Section 17, Township 156N, Range 91W as requested by Taryn Lumley and as recommended by the P&Z Commission. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Holte, to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign the Plat of Wildflower Ranch Subdivision consisting of Block 2 in the SW¼, Section 17, Township 156N, Range 91W as requested by Douglas Kinnoin and as recommended by the P&Z Commission. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

Chairman Heidbreder commented on the application submitted by Curtis and Lesley Trulson to rezone their property described as Outlot 1 of the NW¼ in Section 25, Township 156N, Range 92W. Chairman Heidbreder mentioned this parcel of land was rezoned industrial by Mountrail County but is now under the City’s extraterritorial zoning jurisdiction.  In order to comply with the City’s ordinance, Trulsons’ will be required to rezone this property under one of four industrial districts under the City’s ordinance; in this case I-4 Oil Field Industrial District. The P&Z Commission is recommending the rezone fee be waived because of this requirement. Motion made by Holte, seconded by Hellman, to waive the rezone fee for Trulsons’ application as recommended by the P&Z Commission. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Chairman Heidbreder mentioned a public hearing has been set for July 8, 2019 to receive comments on the application submitted by Curtis and Lesley Trulson for the rezone of the property described as Outlot 1 of the NW¼ in Section 25, Township 156N, Range 92W. Also, a public hearing on this same date will be held on Trulsons’ application for a conditional use permit to use this property as a water depot.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the P&Z Administrator Report. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

SHANE GOETTLE
Shane Goettle, Special Assistant City Attorney, met with the Council to present an overview on the bills acted on in the 2019 Legislative Session. Also, Attorney Goettle commented on interim studies and suggested the City stay informed and offer input on the Legacy Fund Earnings Study under Senate Bill 2015.  Mayor Weisenberger thanked Attorney Goettle for representing the City of Stanley during the legislative session. ND House of Representative, Donald Longmuir, briefly commented on the legislative session and concurred with Attorney Goettle on staying informed on the Legacy Fund Earnings Study.

STANLEY VISITORS’ COMMITTEE
George Littlecreek, Chairman of the Visitors’ Committee, met with the Council to present requests for grant funding from the Stanley Visitors’ Promotion Fund. 
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve a grant of $2,000 to the Stanley Commercial Club for updates and maintenance to the Visit Stanley Website and a grant of $3,480 to the Prairie Rose Golf Club for the Bakken Oilfield Tournament on June 28, 2019. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

STANLEY COMMERCIAL CLUB REQUEST
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve the request of the Stanley Commercial Club to close 1½ blocks of 1st St SE from 6th Ave SE to 5th Ave SE adjacent the east side of the Swimming Pool and if necessary extending north to 411 1st St SE for the 4th of July Car Show. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWALS
Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Minton, to approve the following ten liquor license renewal applications for July 1, 2019 to June 30, 2020: R&H Inc. DBA Five Spot Bar, Servmore 3 Stanley LLC DBA Safari Fuels, The Rustic Bean LLC, The Beach Bar, Kibo Holding Ltd. DBA Fuel Force Convenience Store, Stanley Hotel Suites LLC DBA Mainstay Suites, JK Foods DBA Cash Wise Liquor, Lindhizer Inc. DBA The Leader Bar & Grill, Prairie Rose Golf Club and La Esperanza Mexican Restaurant. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

SPECIAL EVENT LIQUOR LICENSE
George Littlecreek commented on the location of the bar and fenced area prohibiting access to minors for the celebration in the Stanley Park on July 5, 2019. Chief of Police Halvorson did not have a problem with the applications submitted.  

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve a permit to The Leader Bar & Grill to sell alcoholic beverages at a special event in Wilson Park on July 5, 2019 and a permit to The Leader Bar & Grill to sell alcoholic beverages at a special event at the Mountrail County Fair Building on July 6, 2019. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Councilman Holte stepped out temporarily and was not present for the vote. Motion carried.

BROSZ ENGINEERING UPDATES
Engineer Jeff Ebsch was present to update the Council on projects being handled through Brosz Engineering.
1.  Westview Lane – Engineer Ebsch stated the paving is complete on Westview Lane and only pavement marking, signs and final site cleanup remains. Discussion was held on a potential date to open to traffic and whether a 105,500 lb. by legal weight should be imposed for the new street. Councilman Gaaskjolen was not sure what weight limit the east segment of Westview Lane was built to. Mayor Weisenberger requested the east portion of the Westview Lane be evaluated first to determine what weight limit be placed on Westview Lane.  Engineer Ebsch mentioned the $5,000 is still being withheld until issues with new level control system are worked out. Public Works Director, Curtis Larson, mentioned the system is working and feels issues with the FOGRod have been figured out. Councilman Minton mentioned overnight parking on Westview Lane might be an issue and will have to be monitored.

2. Chip Seal – Engineer Ebsch presented the one bid received for the 2019 Chip Seal projects. The bid is within the range of the engineer’s estimate of $140,000 to $170,000 and receiving one bid is consistent with other projects bid in this area. Motion made by Holte, seconded by Minton, to award the contract to Astech at the bid amount of $163,302.37 for the 2019 Chip Seal projects with costs paid out of Stanley Fund #041. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 
 
3. Reservoir Road Shared Use Pathway – Outdoor Heritage Fund Grant Application – Engineer Ebsch commented on the presentation before the ND Outdoor Heritage Fund (OHF) Advisory Board on June 7th in Bismarck. The City’s grant application was revised to exclude the work on 1st Avenue SE as per recommendation of the OHF administrator with the project amounts being revised. The total revised estimated project cost is $386,300 with $275,800 of grant funding requested. The OHF Advisory Board approved recommendation of a $275,800 grant for the shared use pathway along Reservoir Road. The ND Industrial Commission still needs to act on the recommendation of the OHF Advisory Board. If approved by the Industrial Commission, design would be completed in winter of 2019 and construction in 2020.

4. 4th Avenue SW Street Construction – Engineer Ebsch presented alternative quotes from Bechtold Paving for reconstruction of one block of 4th Avenue SW on the south side of Stanley Elementary School. Engineer Ebsch recommended the option of removing 9” of existing material and construct with 12” cement stabilization, 3” aggregate base and 5” hot mix asphalt at a cost of $128,925.50 and to replace the curb, gutter and sidewalk on the north side at a cost of $29,540.00. PW Director Larson commented that Bechtold could not guarantee the work would be done before August 21, 2019. The Council expressed concerns of the project not being completed before the new school year. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to authorize Brosz Engineering to perform topo survey of existing conditions, design and stake grades for new curb and gutter, sidewalk and street centerline, inspection and aggregate testing; and to award contract to Bechtold Paving in the amount of $158,465.50 for the 4th Avenue SW Street Construction Project with an emphasis that the project needs to be done by August 20, 2019. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Councilman Gaaskjolen abstained from voting. Motion carried. 

5. ND Street Grant – Highway 8 Shared Use Pathway – Engineer Ebsch informed the Council the City was awarded a ND Small Township Revitalization Endeavor for Enhancing Transportation (NDSTREET) grant in the amount of $723,515 for a shared use pathway along ND Highway #8 (North Main Street) from 2nd Ave NW extending north to 63rd St NW, connecting into the John Rian Addition and a shared use pathway along ND Highway #8 from 6th St SE, extending south and east to Country Meadows Estate near 81st Ave NW. The pathways will be constructed in 2022. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to accept the grant award of $723,515 under the NDSTREET grant program. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

6. BND Infrastructure Revolving Loan Fund (IRLF) – Engineer Ebsch informed the Council the Bank of North Dakota is accepting applications through June 30, 2019 for infrastructure revolving loan funds. The legislature allocated $40 million into the IRLF for the 2019-2021 biennium to political subdivisions after the Strategic Investment and Improvement Fund (SIIF) “bucket” is filled. Motion made by Minton, seconded by Holte, to apply for up to $3 million of funding through the BND IRLF for high priority infrastructure projects. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

AUDITOR BOND LIMIT RESOLUTION
Motion made by Holte, seconded by Taylor, to adopt the following resolution setting the Auditor bond limit:
RESOLUTION SETTING AUDITOR BOND LIMIT

	WHEREAS, the City of Stanley is covered by a blanket bond by the North Dakota State Bond Fund; and,

	WHEREAS, the North Dakota State Bonding Fund provides fidelity bond coverage for city employees and public officials in dealing with public funds; and,

	WHEREAS, the bond is fixed by the city governing body and set by resolution as outlined in NDCC§40-14-03; and,

	WHEREAS, at the June 11, 2019 city council meeting of the Stanley City Council the current bond limits were reviewed and found to be sufficient.

	NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the City Council of the City of Stanley, North Dakota, that the Auditor Bond coverage by the State Bonding Fund in the amount of Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) has been reviewed and found sufficient.

	ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried and Resolution declared adopted.

FIREWORKS RESOLUTION
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve the sale and discharge of fireworks from June 27, 2019 through July 5, 2019 contingent upon State fire conditions. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

GAMING SITE AUTHORIZATIONS
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve a Gaming Site Authorization to the American Foundation for Wildlife to conduct games of chance at The Leader Bar for a one year period from 7/1/2019 to 6/30/2020 and a Gaming Site Authorization to the ND Chapters of Delta Waterfowl Inc. to conduct games of chance at the Mountrail County South Complex December 14, 2019. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

GAMING PERMIT
Motion made by Minton, seconded by Taylor, to approve a Local Permit to the Prairie Rose Golf Club to conduct a raffle. Motion carried.
SIREN PROJECT UPDATE
Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson, updated the Council on the siren project in which the City received a $60,000 oil impact grant towards. Police Chief Halvorson mentioned the estimated costs to purchase three new sirens and update existing equipment is $86,183. The City would also be responsible for wiring and any unforeseen costs. Police Chief Halvorson recommended sending a letter to Mountrail County requesting assistance for the siren project. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to send a letter to the Mountrail County Commissioners requesting assistance towards the local share of the siren project. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

POLICE REPORT
Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson, mentioned an email was received from Joel Wilt with NDDOT regarding truck route signs for the City of Stanley. NDDOT would like to see signs installed similar to the ones in New Town City. Chief Halvorson would check on this signage and could order once approval is received from NDDOT. Motion made by Minton, seconded by Holte, to authorize the purchase of truck route signage up to $15,000 out of Stanley Fund #041. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Hellman, to approve the Police Report. Motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
Curtis Larson, Public Works Director, presented the Public Works (PW) Report to the Council. 

PW Director Larson presented an estimate from Bechtold Paving for asphalt patching at 5 8th Ave SW, 421 8th Ave SE and 121 10th Ave SE and subgrade repair on 121 10th Ave SE. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to accept the estimate of Bechtold Paving in the amount of $14,408.10 for projects as presented by PW Director Larson. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

PW Director Larson mentioned painting on Main Street from Larson Tire to Prairie Ford will be done prior to the 4th of July. Also, the PW Department will be assisting with the 1st Street closure and providing garbage totes for the 4th of July celebration. 

Motion made by Gaaskjolen, seconded by Taylor, to approve the Public Works Report. Motion carried.

ATTORNEY UPDATES
Attorney Evert commented that the executive session regarding John Rian LLC v. City of Stanley, et. al., Mountrail County Case would be scheduled for the July meeting.

COUNCIL CONCERNS
Councilman Taylor commented on the need to be pro-active and asked about texting anonymous tip(s) to the Police Department. Police Chief Halvorson indicated Berthold and Kenmare are signed up for program. Police Chief Halvorson indicated he is getting ready to put a notice in newspaper on information for citizens to send anonymous tips via app or text through the Tip411 app. Also, Councilman Taylor asked about having a drug dog. Police Chief Halvorson commented the goal is to move forth with getting a drug dog but more training is needed first.

Auditor Sveen mentioned the Employment Committee needs to meet and employee evaluations need to be conducted soon as the Preliminary Budget is due August 10, 2019. If the budget is not completed by the July 9th meeting, a special meeting might need to be held prior to the August 10th deadline.

Auditor Sveen presented a revised estimate from Rudolph Electric to relocate electrical into the new City Hall. The estimate is considerably higher and does not include removal of the existing pole. ICON has indicated that they do not feel relocating the electrical is necessary and felt the pole should be left as is or relocated to the south side of 3rd Ave SE. It was agreed not to proceed with relocating the electrical in the new City Hall; MDU would be contacted regarding the relocation of the pole.
