[bookmark: _GoBack]JUNE 23, 2020 REORGANIZATION CITY COUNCIL MEETING
Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the June 23, 2020 Reorganization meeting to order at 7:00pm with the following members present:  Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Tyler Taylor, Gary Weisenberger, Linda Wienbar, David Minton and Chad Hysjulien.  Others in attendance were City Auditor Allyn Sveen, Chief of Police Kris Halvorson, Public Works Director Curtis Larson and P&Z Administrator Amanda Dennis.  

OATH OF OFFICES
Linda Wienbar, David Minton and Chad Hysjulien were sworn in under the Oath of Office for the duties as council members for the terms 2020 – 2024.  Also pledging Oath of Office were City Auditor Allyn Sveen, Chief of Police Kris Halvorson, P&Z Administrator Amanda Dennis and Public Works Director Curtis Larson. 

APPROVE OFFICERS & COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS
Motion made by Wienbar seconded by Hellman to nominate David Minton as President.  Motion made by Hellman seconded by Wienbar to cast unanimous ballot for David Minton as President.  Motion carried.

Minton nominated Linda Wienbar as Vice President.  Motion made by Hysjulien seconded by Taylor to approve nomination, cease and cast unanimous ballot for Linda Wienbar as Vice President. Motion carried.

Motion made by Wienbar seconded by Minton to appoint Brosz Engineering as the City Engineer.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Minton seconded by Gaaskjolen to appoint Furuseth Law Firm as the City Attorney.  Motion carried.

Hysjulien will serve on the Committees that Tim Holte had previously served on, which are the Budget/Finance and Employment Committee.

Wienbar nominated Jake Hellman to serve on the Housing Authority Committee.  Motion made by Hysjulien seconded by Taylor to cast unanimous ballot for Jake Hellman to serve on the Housing Authority Committee.  Motion carried.

AUDITOR REQUESTS
Auditor Sveen presented the Council with a quote from Gaffaney’s of Minot for a new printer in the amount of $1,495.  The current printer is over 7 years old and can no longer get parts for it.  Motion made by Wienbar seconded by Hellman to purchase the HP LaserJet M607dn printer in the amount of $1,495 from Gaffaney’s of Minot.  Motion carried.

Auditor Sveen requested closing City Hall during relocation.  Council discussed having high school students or the Boy Scouts help move to the new City Hall for a fee.  Council discussed putting the furniture and other misc. items that will not be moved to the new City Hall from the current location in the Sheriff’s auction or having our own sale if needed.  Motion made by Wienbar seconded by Hellman to approve $500 moving fee and closing City Hall at noon on Thursday, July 9th and all day on Friday, July 10th for relocation.  Motion carried.

HOLIDAY GAS STATION DRAINAGE
Public Works Director Curtis Larson reported he was contacted by the manager at the Holiday Gas Station inquiring about the drainage issue on the southwest side of their lot, near the carwash.  The previous engineering firm had given an estimate of over $2,000,000 to fix this drainage issue in this area.  City Engineer Jeff Ebsch will work on a plan/design to correct this drainage.  City Engineer Ebsch stated that it is a closed basin and the water has nowhere to go.  The previous design was to install a 36” pipe down to the airport which would run under the runway and then down to the Reservoir.  Ebsch also stated that there are other drainage issues on the west side of town which would be at the Cemetery and Frontier Village so could look at a solution to fix all three drainage issues.  They would look at a gravity drainage pipe but would not need to be quite as large as the previous design.  There would be approximately 6,800 feet of pipe which would have to be bored under Highway 2 and the by-pass but would solve all 3 drainage issues.  Ebsch stated a rough estimate would be about $1.5 million.  The other solution would be to put in pump stations, which would be a lower cost but long term would be more maintenance.
