[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE STANLEY CITY COUNCIL
JULY 14, 2020

Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the July 14, 2020 regular meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. This is the first meeting held at the new City Hall at 221 S Main St. The following Council Members were present: Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Ty Taylor, Gary Weisenberger, Linda Wienbar, David Minton and Chad Hysjulien. Others in attendance were City Auditor, Allyn Sveen; Planning & Zoning Administrator, Amanda Dennis; Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson; Public Works Director, Curtis Larson and City Attorney, Kendra Enget from the Furuseth Olson & Evert P.C. Law Firm. 

MINUTES
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve the minutes of the June 9, 2020 regular meeting and the June 23, 2020 reorganization meeting. All present voted yes. Motion carried. 

PLANNING & ZONING RECOMMENDATIONS
Todd Heidbreder, Chairman of the Planning & Zoning Commission, presented the P&Z Commission report and recommendations to the City Council. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign the Plat of Resurvey of Outlot 10 and Outlot 1-C of the SW¼ of Section 16, Township 156N, Range 91W contingent upon County approval as per request of Grace Johnson for property located at 6330 Highway 8. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

Chairman Heidbreder mentioned that Grace Johnson had concerns of animals being allowed on her property at 6330 Highway 8 that is presently zoned agricultural. The P&Z Commission discussed this issue with City Attorney, Jordan Evert, and it was determined that livestock/animals are permitted by ordinance on agricultural zoned land and the Zoning Ordinance does not specify a limit on the number of animal units. Mrs. Johnson would be relaying this information to perspective buyers.

Chairman Heidbreder commented the P&Z Commission had concerns with some of the ordinances and will begin re-writing ordinances that need addressing. Also, the P&Z Commission is working on clarifying the extraterritorial jurisdiction.

Discussion was held on permits for flag poles. It was agreed a building permit is needed so that owners would be aware to do a ND One-Call for location of utilities. Also, P&Z Administrator Dennis mentioned a flag pole is considered a permanent structure. Council members did not feel a permit fee should be charged for a flag pole.
Motion made by Hysjulien, seconded by Hellman, to approve the above permits in the July 2020 P&Z Administrator Report and to waive permit fees for flag poles retroactive to the date which would allow Connie Kinnoin and Neil Faber to be reimbursed for permit fees paid. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

VISITOR’S COMMITTEE
George Littlecreek, Chairman of the Visitors’ Committee, met with the Council to present requests for grant funding from the Visitors’ Promotion Fund.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to approve the grants from the Visitors’ Promotion Fund as follows: $3,500 to the Stanley Rural Fire Department for the Great Rib Riot of 2020 on 7/18/2020, $3,000 to the Stanley Airport for the Stanley Airport Fly-In Event on 7/18/2020, and $4,000 to the Stanley Park District for the 4th of July 5K Run and for tournament events at the Sauber Complex. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

MWEC – DISTRIBUTION LINE EASEMENT
Motion made by Hysjulien, seconded by Hellman, to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign the Distribution Line Easement granting Mountrail-Williams Electric Cooperative easement to place electric utilities on city-owned property described as Parcel 1 of Outlot 1 of E½ Less Sublot 1 of Outlot 1 of the S½NE¼ of Section 28, Township 156, Range 91. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

BROSZ ENGINEERING UPDATES
Engineer Jeff Ebsch was present to update the Council on projects being handled through Brosz Engineering.
1. Pavement Repairs – 4th Avenue SE, 5th St SE, 10th Avenue SE, Frontage Road – Engineer Ebsch informed the Council that the subgrade repair, aggregate and concrete curb and gutter, valley gutters and approaches are complete for the pavement repair projects being done under contract with Martin Construction. The paving on these segments will start tomorrow. 

2. Reservoir Road Improvements – Engineer Ebsch updated the Council on the Reservoir Road Project; the culverts are installed, hydrants relocated and the watermain extended. Engineer Ebsch stated the new fishing dock resulted in reduced quantities of cement which the reduction would be used to add concrete pads for two trash receptacles and five park bench pads along the pathway. The Council expressed no objections.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve and authorize the Mayor to sign Change Order #2 for a decrease of $13,898.68 to the contract with Martin Construction for Project SRF-0031(058) & 014-152 for elimination of a cross culvert near the trash compactor. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Wienbar, to approve payment to Martin Construction for Pay Application #1 in the amount of $208,627.40 for work completed on the Reservoir Road Reconstruction & Shared Use Path Project SRF-0031(058) & 014-152 including improvements to 4th Ave SW and pavement repairs. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

3. Stanley Pond Rehabilitation – Engineer Ebsch informed the Council the ND Game & Fish Department has installed the new fishing pier; the old fishing pier was pulled out of the water. Engineer Ebsch commented the old fishing pier could be salvaged but restoration work would be needed prior to re-installation. Mayor Weisenberger suggested the Boy Scouts restore the old fishing pier if they want to use it.

4. Contract 1 – Earthwork – Wastewater Treatment System Improvements – Engineer Ebsch commented Fritel Construction has completed the earthwork on the slide repair and the dirt work. The contractor still needs to complete the turnaround for the septic haulers. 

Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Minton, to approve payment to Fritel Construction Company Inc. for Pay Application #1 in the amount of $66,935.76 for work completed on the Wastewater Treatment System Improvement Project #N20-ST326. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

5. 2020 Contract 2 – Pipework – Stanley Wastewater Treatment Improvements – Engineer Ebsch mentioned plans were submitted to the ND Department of Environmental Quality and the ND Water Commission for permits with anticipation of receiving permits in July. Engineer Ebsch indicated the ND Water Commission permit won’t be received until August causing delays in the project. The project will include replacement of all existing lagoon transfer pipes, installing permanent transfer pipe from Cell 1 to Cell 3, installing new transfer pipe from Cell 1 to Cell 2 eliminating routing through the bypass, insulation over bypass from lift station to Cell 2, rip-rap lining of Cell 3, when drained down, with concrete from landfill (approximately 1300 yards in landfill), and installing lagoon depth markers in Cell 2 and 3. Engineer Ebsch suggested a completion date for next year if the Council would decide to proceed with bidding the project. Discussion was held on having a completion date this year for the most urgent phase(s) of the project with final completion date next year with Engineer Ebsch and Public Works Director, Curtis Larson, making the decision of what phase(s) need to be complete this year. 

Motion made by Minton, seconded by Hellman, to approve to advertise for bids for Contract 2 – Pipework – Stanley Wastewater Treatment Improvements with contractor having to finish phase(s) of the project in the 2020 year and the remainder of the phases in the 2021 year as determined by Engineer Ebsch and PW Director Larson. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

6. Country Estates – Engineer Ebsch stated the surveying is complete at Country Estates and the preliminary layout for the sewer project was presented to the landowners and to Public Works. All parties have agreed to the layout and preliminary plans will be finalized this week. Once plans have been reviewed with the Public Works Department, they will be submitted to the ND Department of Environmental Quality for permitting. Councilman Hysjulien questioned sewer lines being located in yards. Engineer Ebsch indicated the property owner requested and approved such locations. 

Motion made by Hysjulien, seconded by Taylor, to approve to advertise for bids for the sewer utility project at Country Estates. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

7. Erickson Alley Drainage – Engineer Ebsch updated the Council on the Erickson Alley Drainage Project that was approved in October of 2019. The contractor is requesting payment of project materials for the storm sewer drain project on the west property line of Our Savior’s Free Lutheran Church. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve payment to SM Services Corp in the amount of $4,830.75 for project materials for this drainage project. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 

2ND READING – TRANSIENT MERCHANTS ORDINANCE
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to approve the second reading and final passage of the following ordinance:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF STANLEY AMENDING CHAPTER 8 BUSINESS REGULATIONS AND LICENSES, TO ADD ARTICLE 7, IN ITS ENTIRETY, PERTAINING TO TRANSIENT MERCHANTS

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF STANLEY, MOUNTRAIL COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, TO AMEND THE STANLEY CITY ORDINANCES TO ADD ARTICLE 7, IN ITS ENTIRETY, TO CHAPTER 8 OF THE STANLEY CITY ORDINANCES TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICLE 7 – Transient Merchants

8.0701 – Definitions

	For the purpose of this article:

1. “Transient merchant” includes any person, individual, co-partnership, corporation, or limited liability company, either as principal or agent, who engages in, does, or transacts any temporary or transient business in the City of Stanley, either in one locality or in traveling from place to place within the City selling, or soliciting orders for future delivery of, goods, wares and merchandise, personal property, and personal services who does not intend to become and does not become a permanent merchant of the State of North Dakota.

2. “Merchandise” does not include any livestock or agricultural product.

3. “Public event” shall mean an indoor or outdoor gathering, including a theatrical performance, movie, dance, concert, carnival, circus, sporting event, show, exhibition, parade, fundraiser, or live or prerecorded music, to which members of the public are invited. 

4. “Transient food vendor” shall mean a transient merchant selling or offering for sale food or beverage, from a stand, vehicle, trailer, cart, or other mobile conveyance. 

8.0702 – Permit Required
	
	It shall be unlawful to do business in the City as a transient merchant without having first secured a permit therefore as is herein provided. 

	The following are exempt from the City licensing requirements of this article:
 
1. Local area farmers or gardeners selling  produce from their farms/gardens, 
2. Persons conducting fundraisers for local non-profit religious, educational, charitable, fraternal, civic or other public spirited organization or club,
3. Residents of the City conducting garage or rummage sales, and
4. Vendors at public events as defined in Chapter 8.0701.
5. Political candidates or persons campaigning for or against a political candidate or measure.
6. Transient food vendors as defined in Chapter 8.0701 provided however that such transient food vendor obtains proper permitting as may be required in City of Stanley Planning & Zoning Ordinance. 
7. A commercial business selling merchandise within their inside premises on behalf of a transient merchant.
8. A transient merchant who has authorization to use the outside premises of a commercial business for a period no longer than three (3) days within each consecutive thirty (30) day period, otherwise a City permit is required. 

8.0703 – Permit Process & Fee

	Upon proper application and approval by the City Auditor or the City Auditor’s designee, a permit may be issued to a transient merchant authorizing the transient merchant to do business in the City in conformity with the provisions of this Article, on the payment of twenty-dive dollars ($25.00) per day for each and every day during which any such transient merchant shall transact business in the City. The permit may not be transferable or give authority to more than one (1) person to sell goods as a transient merchant either by employee or by agent. 

8.0704 – Permit - Application for

	Applicants for a permit under this article, whether an individual, co-partnership, corporation or limited liability company, shall file with the City Auditor a written sworn application signed by the applicant if an individual, by all partners if a partnership and by the president if a corporation. The application must be on a form provided by the City Auditor and contain the following:

1. Applicant’s name, present residence, present home address, present business address, social security number and current cell phone number. 

2. The name, present address and current phone number of the business the applicant represents, including the name, of the person or persons having the management or supervision of applicant’s business during the time that it is proposed that it will be carried on in the City.

3. The place or places in the City, where it is proposed to carry on applicant’s business, and the length of time during which it is proposed that said business shall be conducted.

4. A brief description of the nature of the business to be conducted, including a general list of the merchandise or wares to be offered for sale in the City.

5. Whether the applicant or person having the management or supervision of the applicant’s business has been convicted of any crimes, misdemeanors or the violation of any municipal ordinances and the nature of such offense and the punishment or penalty assessed therefore.

6. Description of applicant’s vehicle and license number to be used while conducting business in the City of Stanley.

7. Application shall have attached  to it:

a. A copy of the North Dakota Sales Tax Permit. 
b. A copy of the applicant’s valid Driver’s License.
c. A copy of Social Security ID.
d. A copy of the applicant’s current transient license issued by the North Dakota Attorney General as required under NDCC Chapter 51-04.
e. A copy of surety bond approved by the Attorney General’s Office as required under NDCC Chapter 51-04-03.
f. Proof of automobile insurance coverage for vehicle used to conduct business listing applicant as insured.

8. Such other information as is required by the City.

8.0705 – Denial & Revocation of Permits

A permit may be denied or revoked if the applicant or others associated with business as listed in the application have:

1. Pled guilty to or been found guilty of a felony offense as defined by the laws of the State of North Dakota, other states, or the federal government under circumstances which indicate the person poses a threat to the public interest, or has pled guilty to or been found guilty of a felony violation of NDCC Chapter 12.1-06.1, 12.1-11, 12.1-20, 12.1-22, 12.1-23 or an offense of other states or the federal government equivalent to the offenses defined in these chapters. This restriction applies for five years from the date of conviction, release from incarceration, end of a period of suspension or deferral, or expiration of parole or probation, whichever is the latest.

2. Pled guilty to or been found guilty of a misdemeanor offense in violation of NDCC Chapter 12.1-06.1, 12.1-11, 12.1-20, 12.1-22, or 12.23, or an offense of other states, the federal government, or a municipality equivalent to these offenses. This restriction applies for two years from the date of conviction, release from incarceration, end of a period of suspension or deferral, or expiration of parole or probation, whichever is the latest.

3. Pled guilty to or been found guilty of any municipal ordinances that the City Auditor determines to be relevant reason for non-issuance of a permit.

4. Any fraud, misrepresentation or false statement contained in the application for a permit.

5. Any fraud, misrepresentation or false statement made in the course of carrying on business.

6. Any violation of this article.

7. Conviction of the applicant of any felony or of a misdemeanor involving moral turpitude.

8. Conducting business in an unlawful manner or in such a manner as to constitute a breach of the peace or to constitute a menace to the health, safety or general welfare of the public. 

9. Operation of business poses a threat to the safety and health of the citizens, such as conducting business during a pandemic.

Denial or revocation of a permit is subject to appeal. The permit denial or revocation shall contain a written statement to the applicant of the facts upon which the denial or revocation is based. The notice of denial or revocation shall be delivered in person or by certified mail to the applicant at the last known address. Denial or revocation of a permit is subject to an appeal to the Stanley City Council upon written notice of appeal filed within 10 days of receipt of the notice of denial or revocation. If no appeal is filed within the time specified the action shall be final. Upon receipt of a notice of appeal, the Council shall set a date for a hearing within 15 days of receipt of the notice of the appeal. Notice of the time and place for the hearing must be served upon the applicant personally or by certified mail at least five days before the hearing. The Council shall hear such testimony and other evidence as it deems necessary and expedient, and thereupon make its findings and decision, which shall be final.
8.0706 – Exhibiting Permit

	Every transient merchant licensed under this article shall have their City permit in immediate possession at all times when engaging in or transacting any business regulated by this article.  The licensee shall display the permit when requested to do so by any court, law enforcement official, peace officer, or consumer.
8.0707 – Hours of Operation

Sales or solicitation allowed pursuant to this article are permitted only between the hours of 9:00 A.M. to 7:00 P.M. of each day during the term of the permit.

8.0708 – Locations Where Solicitation Prohibited

Notwithstanding the sales or solicitations allowed under this article, no person may solicit or sell at any private residence, business or establishment if there is placed on the premises in an observable location, a noticeable sign bearing the words “No Trespassing”, No Soliciting”, or similar notice.

8.0709 – Loud Noises and Speaking Devices

	A licensee, or agent thereof, under this ordinance may not shout, make any outcry, blow a horn, ring a bell or use any other sound device including any loud speaking radio or amplifying system upon any of the streets, alleys, parks or other public places in the City or upon any private premises in the City where the sound of sufficient volume is emitted or produced therefrom capable of being plainly heard upon the streets, alleys, parks or other public places, for the purpose of attracting attention to any goods, ware or merchandise which such licensee proposes to sell.

8.0710 – Enforcement and Duties by Police

	It shall be the duty of the Stanley Police Department to examine all places of business and persons in their respective territories subject to the provisions of this article, to determine if this article has been complied with and to enforce the provisions of this article against any person found to be violating the same.  The City Auditor shall deposit with the Chief of Police a record of each permit issued to a transient merchant to assist and promote such enforcement. Upon receiving copy of the permit from the City Auditor, the Chief of Police may conduct a background check on the applicant at any time deemed necessary.

8.0711 – Penalty

	Upon conviction, a violation of a provision of this Article is punishable by a fine not to exceed five hundred dollars ($500.00). Each day a violation occurs is considered a separate offense under this article.

This ordinance shall become effective and be in force from and after its passage in the manner provided by law.

The first reading held on June 9, 2020, with the second reading and final passage held on July 14, 2020.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried and Ordinance declared adopted.

1ST READING – HOME RULE CHARTER (CITY SALES TAX ORDINANCE)
The Council reviewed the proposed ordinance amending and re-enacting Section 15.0104(f) of the Home Rule Charter Ordinance. The measure to continue the 1½% city sales and use tax was voted on in the June 9, 2020 Primary Election and passed with 269 voting yes and 92 voting no. 

Motion made by Hysjulien, seconded by Hellman, to approve the First Reading to amend and re-enact Section 15.0104(f) of the Home Rule Charter extending the 1.5% sales and use tax for an additional six (6) year period ending December 31, 2026. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Auditor Sveen informed the Council that the State Tax Commissioner would like the City to use their template for the City’s Sales Tax Ordinance. Because some of the State codes have been revised and/or repealed, changes would also need to be made to the Home Rule Charter. Auditor Sveen also mentioned there was previous discussion by the Council to increase the City sales tax. Auditor Sveen asked for direction from the Council on these ordinances. No decision was made at this time and will be discussed/reviewed at a later date before the next election.

SHARED WATER LINES & CURB STOP REPAIRS
Auditor Sveen commented that a letter as directed by Council was sent on June 12, 2020 to property owner, Jeff Olson, at 205 1st St SW concerning the shared water line between the residences at 205 1st St SW and 203 1st St SW. The letter was returned unclaimed on July 9, 2020 and a personal delivery by the Police Department was made on July 10, 2020. The property owner did not appear at this meeting to express concerns of the violation as referenced in the letter sent to the property owner. 

Curtis Larson, Public Works Director, presented estimates to correct the violation. The first estimate from SM Services Corp. in the amount of $2,800 would be for excavating and finding the water line feed, capping off the line from the “shared” curb stop and sidewalk repair. This amount of $2,800 would be the City’s obligation. The second estimate from SM Services in the amount of $3,000 would be for installing new water service from curb stop to house at 205 1st St SW. This would be the owner’s responsibility; the owner would also be responsible for interior work by a licensed plumber. The owner could use a different contractor from the curb stop to the house; PW Director Larson only obtained this estimate as per request of the City Council.

Attorney Enget mentioned the Council would still need to give the owner at 205 1st St SW written notice of the violation and work to be performed. The Council felt Mr. Olson should be given one more opportunity to meet with the Council before proceeding with action to correct the violation. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Hysjulien, to have the Police Department do a personal delivery to Jeffrey Olson giving him a second opportunity to meet with the Council to express his concerns regarding the “shared” curb stop and correcting the violation. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

CARES ACT RELIEF FUND ELIGIBILITY CERTICATION
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Hysjulien, to designate City Auditor, Allyn Sveen, as the City’s designee to request financial assistance payments from the State of ND for COVID-19 federal funds. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

CITY HALL PROJECT – CHANGE ORDER & PAY REQUEST
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Taylor, to approve payment to First Dakota Enterprises in the amount of $234,270.10 for Pay Application #15 for work completed on the Stanley City Hall Project. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

SPECIAL EVENT LIQUOR LICENSE
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Wienbar, to approve a permit to the Five Spot Bar to sell alcoholic beverages at a special event at The Pines Scout Building on August 22, 2020. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

POLICE REPORT
Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson, met with the Council to present a quote for programmable clock equipment to automatically set off sirens at noon and 6 pm each day. The total cost to for all five sirens would be $5,250 ($1,050 each) plus shipping. Councilman Hysjulien questioned the need to have all five sirens programmed and the need to have the sirens go off in the residential areas. Chief of Police Halvorson mentioned the sirens would not be making a full cycle at noon and 6 pm so unsure of the effectiveness if only a couple of them are programmed versus having them all programmed. There is the option of shutting them off if it is too loud and the unused equipment could be utilized as a backup. Motion made by Minton, seconded by Hellman, to accept the quote from Federal Warning Systems in the amount of $5,250 for programmable clock equipment for the sirens. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Discussion was held on contacting Upper Missouri District Health Department to inspect property in the John Rian Addition. Attorney Enget commented their firm has been working with the Dangerous Building Ordinance and will be moving forward with action. 

Chief of Police Halvorson requested permission to order a police package for the new patrol vehicle that arrived that was placed on order last year. Motion made by Minton, seconded by Hysjulien, to authorize the purchase of a police package in the amount of $5,525 for the new patrol vehicle.  ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Chief of Police Halvorson mentioned Laurie Johnson, Mountrail County Correctional Officer, approached his department regarding utilization of the City Police Department for transfer of federal prisoners. The US Marshall Service requires two armed officers for transport and the City would be reimbursed if one of their officers were used. Chief of Police Halvorson would obtain more information and bring back to Council. 

Chief of Police Halvorson mentioned there were concerned citizens during the last storm asking what buildings are available for a storm shelter. Chief of Police Halvorson would check into locations. 

Discussion was held on the new software program through CentralSquare that is utilized by the City of Stanley. Chief of Police Halvorson stated he is working on obtaining permissions and getting a computer so City attorneys can have access to the program too.

Motion made by Minton, seconded by Taylor, to approve the Police Report. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
Curtis Larson, Public Works Director, presented the Public Works (PW) Report to the Council. PW Director Larson expressed concerns of the detention pond on Lot 11, Block 1 of Westview Plaza Addition owned by the City of Stanley. The pond is not draining and this is causing drainage issues on other properties in Westview Plaza Addition. Engineer Ebsch presented possible solutions to the problem; a gravity main trunk line to the reservoir at an estimated cost of $2.2 million to $3 million or as an alternative but would require more maintenance, a force main trunk line with three lift stations at an estimated cost of $1.5 million to $2.1 million. The Council discussed the option of hiring a company to pump the water out of the pond using lay flat hose. This option would not be a permanent fix but the cost would be more feasible until a long term solution could be achieved. Also, brief discussion was held on pumping water from the detention pond on Lot 61 of the 2nd Replat of Frontier Village owned by the City of Stanley. PW Director Larson stated a permanent solution for drainage at the cemetery is also needed. Engineer Ebsch stated a permit would need to be acquired from the State Water Commission to pump water. PW Director Larson would obtain an estimate to pump water from these retention ponds to present at the next meeting.

PW Director Larson addressed the drainage issue in the graveled alley east of Tri-City Cares. Also, the drainage issue in the alley north of CNB Properties was discussed. This issue has been discussed in the past but has not been resolved. PW Director Larson suggesting having a city-wide policy when dealing with drainage issues.

PW Director Larson presented a quote from Bechtold Paving for pavement patching for several locations in the City. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to authorize up to $25,000 for pavement patching. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Hysjulien, seconded by Taylor, to authorize and approve the rental of a hydrovac from Mountrail Builders to use for repair of the damaged gate valve boxes. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Minton and Hysjulien; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Taylor, seconded by Wienbar, to approve the PW Report. All present voted yes. Motion carried. 

ATTORNEY UPDATES
Attorney Enget commented she is finishing with dangerous buildings procedures, etc. and will soon be sending notices for violations. Attorney Enget stated the process will not be fast.

COUNCIL CONCERNS
Councilman Hellman requested a thank you be sent to the ND Game & Fish Department for providing a fishing pier at the Stanley Pond. 

Councilman Gaaskjolen commented on the amicus brief of the Western Dakota Energy Association (WDEA) pertaining to the Dakota Access Pipeline. The WDEA will be looking for support of their brief because of the drastic impacts that will be caused if the Dakota Access Pipeline is shut down. 

Councilman Taylor expressed concerns with the upcoming budget and felt the Council needs to be pro-active with decisions to streamline the budget.

Councilman Minton commended the PW Department for their efforts towards the 4th of July celebration.

Mayor Weisenberger commended City personnel on their efforts towards the new City Hall and commented the Council, employees and taxpayers, etc. should all be proud of the new building. A ribbon cutting ceremony and open house would be held on July 23, 2020 from 10:00 am to noon. 

Auditor Sveen asked for direction on the transfers being made to the Infrastructure Fund #41 for the base rates for water and sewer. Because of the $100 credit to users, the transfer has not been made in the months of April –June 2020. The Council agreed no transfer be made in April and May 2020 because of the $100 credit allowance, but the transfer for June 2020 should be made.
