[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE STANLEY CITY COUNCIL
August 6, 2019

Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the August 6, 2019 special meeting to order at 4:00 P.M. The following Council Members were present: Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Gary Weisenberger, Linda Wienbar and via phone Ty Taylor and David Minton. Absent: Tim Holte. Others in attendance were City Auditor, Allyn Sveen; Public Works Director, Curtis Larson and Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson.

PRELIMINARY BUDGET
City Auditor Sveen stated the Employment Committee met and recommended an increase for Kris Halvorson and Brady Aadnes 2%; Amanda Dennis 5%, Hannah Collins $2,500 and to increase the library director wage to $22.00 per hour and substitute pay to $19.00 per hour and to allow the library director 62 hours of vacation in the 2020 budget year. The Employee Committee also recommended increasing the maximum City share of the monthly health allowance from $1,000 to $1,500 per month and add a $10.00 per month vision allowance through the VSP vision plan contingent on ten employees participating in the vision plan for the 2020 budget year.  City Auditor Sveen stated she hasn’t incorporated the vision allowance into the budget and inquired which fund should this taken from.  The consensus of the Council was to have the vision taken out of the General Fund.  Chief of Police budgeted for another police officer and a new vehicle.  The Budget Committee met and recommended adding in $300,000 for equipment for purchasing a new street sweeper and transferring $2,000,000 from the General Fund to 041 Stanley Fund for the proposed capital improvement projects.  The Budget Committee recommends a .52% increase in the mill levy based on the figures they received for property valuations and public utilities.  Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman to approve the 2020 Preliminary Budget for the City of Stanley with the addition of the vision allowance and set September 10, 2019 at 7:00 P.M. as the public hearing date to make comments on the City’s budget. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. 
GAMING PERMITS
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to approve the Local Gaming Permits to Bethel Home Auxiliary for bingo and raffle; Stanley Scholarship Funds Inc. for bingo, raffle, calendar raffle and sports pool and The Sibyl Center for bingo and raffle from 8/01/2019 to 6/30/2020. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Taylor, Wienbar and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

COMPLAINT
A letter was received from Ryan Wilhelmi, President of Midstate Telephone, regarding concerns of a few incidents at the construction site of the new City Hall project.  These issues have been addressed and/or resolved; if any further issues arise Mr. Wilhelmi needs to contact P&Z Administrator Amanda Dennis or City Hall immediately.  The Council directed City Auditor Sveen to forward this complaint to ICON Architectural Group so they are aware of the matter.
