MINUTES OF THE STANLEY CITY COUNCIL
August 10, 2020

Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the August 10, 2020 special meeting to order at 7:30 A.M. The following Council Members were present: Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Ty Taylor, Gary Weisenberger, and Linda Wienbar. Absent: David Minton and Chad Hysjulien. Others in attendance were City Auditor, Allyn Sveen.

PRELIMINARY BUDGET
[bookmark: _GoBack]City Auditor Sveen stated the Budget Committee met and recommended retaining the same mill levy as set for the 2020 budget, which would be 54.57 mills.  Sveen stated a $2,000,000 transfer from the General Fund to 041 Stanley Fund for the proposed capital improvement projects was initially figured in but with revenue estimates decreased, which includes a 50% decrease in oil and gas production tax, and she recommends that there is a 75% cash reserve figured into the budget so decreased it to a $750,000 transfer.  Employment Committee met and recommended an increase for Hannah Collins to $20.50 per hour and wages will remain the same for the other employees. The Employee Committee also recommended adding a single policy vision plan at $226.56 per year per employee through the VSP vision plan. The library director wage was increased to $22.50 per hour and substitute pay to $19.50 per hour. Chief of Police budgeted for 5 officers instead of 6 officers for the 2021 budget. The Budget Committee recommends approximately an overall 3% increase based on the figures received for property valuations and estimated public utilities.  Sveen stated she hasn’t received the public utilities from the County and recommends approving the budget at 54.57 mills in case the public utilities are lower than estimated. Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Taylor to approve the 2021 Preliminary Budget at 54.57 mills for the City of Stanley and set September 8, 2020 at 7:00 P.M. as the public hearing date for any comments on the City’s budget. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor and Wienbar; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.
