[bookmark: _GoBack]MINUTES OF THE STANLEY CITY COUNCIL
SEPTEMBER 10, 2019

Mayor Gary Weisenberger called the September 10, 2019, regular meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. The following Council Members were present: Jacob Hellman, Zachary Gaaskjolen, Ty Taylor, Gary Weisenberger, Linda Wienbar, Tim Holte and David Minton. Others in attendance were City Auditor, Allyn Sveen; Planning & Zoning Administrator, Amanda Dennis; Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson; and City Attorney, Jordon Evert from the Furuseth Olson & Evert P.C. Law Firm. Public Works Director, Curtis Larson, was absent.

FINAL BUDGET
No one appeared at the public hearing to make comment on the 2020 Stanley City Budget. Motion made by Holte, seconded by Gaaskjolen, to approve the 2020 Final Budget for the City of Stanley. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

MINUTES
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Wienbar, to approve the minutes of the August 13, 2019 regular meeting. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

PLANNING & ZONING RECOMMENDATIONS
Todd Heidbreder, Chairman of the Planning & Zoning Commission, presented the P&Z Commission report and recommendations to the City Council. 

[bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Chairman Heidbreder commented on the application from Tracey Jarmin for a variance to allow a setback from the required 20’ to a 7’ setback from the rear property line. Chairman Heidbreder commented the adjacent owner, Jon Corpron, has no objections to the request and because of the location of the lot; there will never be an alley in the rear of the property. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to approve a variance as recommended by the P&Z Commission allowing a seven (7) foot setback from the rear property line for a garage at 451 Reservoir Road as requested by Tracey Jarmin. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Chairman Heidbreder commented on the application from Paige Olson and Cory Cramer to install a 4’ tall fence in their front yard rather than the 2’6” requirement in the Zoning Ordinance. Previously there was a 4’ front yard fence on this lot just north of the Catholic Church. Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to approve a variance as recommended by the P&Z Commission allowing a four foot (4’) in height fence in the front yard at 414 2nd Street SE. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Discussion was held on the requirement to re-plat lots or blocks within platted subdivisions when only a portion of the lot or block is going to be sold. Chairman Heidbreder stated the County Auditor requires a plat on metes and bounds descriptions in accordance to Section 57-02-39 of the N.D.C.C. The P&Z Commission took action to require a re-plat for any lots or blocks being subdivided. Attorney Evert stated the current ordinance allows for re-platting unless another process was to be created for the subdivision of lots or blocks. Councilman Taylor expressed concerns on costs involved to have property surveyed. Mountrail County State’s Attorney, Wade Enget, was present at meeting. Attorney Enget commented that numbering and/or labeling of lots when subdivided should be clear. The process for subdividing would be left as is and owners will need to go through the platting process.

Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to approve the above permits in the September 2019 P&Z Administrator Report. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

STANLEY VISITORS’ COMMITTEE
Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to approve a grant of $1,455.99 to the Mountrail County Health Foundation for the 7th Annual Health Fair on 9/27/2019 and $4,240 to the Mountrail County Ag Improvement for the Ag Appreciation Banquet on 11/6/2019. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

POLICE REPORT
Chief of Police, Kris Halvorson, presented information on a new software program through Zuercher for the City Police Department. Mountrail County Sheriff, Corey Bristol, and Mountrail County State’s Attorney, Wade Enget, were present. The initial cost to install the CentralSquare Public Safety Suite Pro software including peripheral hardware, training and support is $55,103. The first year maintenance is included in the cost; second year maintenance is $5,171. Sheriff Bristol highly recommended the program and commented on the effectiveness and layers of accountability acquired from using the Zuercher software. Sheriff Bristol stated the County has been using the program since August of 2013 and many entities in western North Dakota are on the program. Sheriff Bristol stated Mountrail County will be the hub, and entities such as the New Town and the Stanley Police Departments will be spokes off the hub network. State’s Attorney Enget commented on features of the program used by his office and the advantages and efficiencies of the system. The software has the capability of expanding to a regional hub, but currently only provides information within Mountrail County. 

Motion made by Minton, seconded by Wienbar, to approve the purchase of CentralSquare Public Safety Suite Pro software through Zuercher at a cost of $55,103. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Wienbar, seconded by Hellman, to enter into an agreement with Mountrail County to access and share their Zuercher software system. All present voted yes. Motion carried.

Chief Halvorson mentioned that the City of Garrison has expressed interest in purchasing the 2009 Ford Explorer standby police vehicle. Chief Halvorson will work out details with the City of Garrison and present the matter to the Police Committee.

Motion made by Holte, seconded by Minton, to approve the Police Report. All present vote yes. Motion carried.
PETITION FOR VACATION OF PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY
The Council reviewed the Petition for Vacation of Public Right of Way as submitted by Douglas & Jennifer Larson and signed by all adjoining property owners to vacate a portion of 5th St SE for the purpose of correcting a permanent obstruction on such public right of way. City Auditor Sveen asked about easement within the proposed vacation. Attorney Evert suggested sending the public hearing notice to the utility companies and wording to reserve easement can be incorporated in the resolution to vacate if vacation is approved. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve and order the petition filed with the City Auditor and set a public hearing for November 12, 2019 at 7:00 P.M. to take comments on the petition for vacation of a portion of 5th St SE beginning at the southeast corner of Lot 9 of Corpron Addition to the City of Stanley, east 66’, north 140’, west 66’, south 140’ to point of beginning. All present voted yes. Motion carried. 

BROSZ ENGINEERING UPDATES
Engineer Jeff Ebsch was present to update the Council on projects being handled through Brosz Engineering.
1. Chip Sealing – Engineer Ebsch stated the chip seal work was completed on 9/5/19 and a single pay estimate will be presented in October. 

2. BND Infrastructure Revolving Loan Fund (IRLF) – Auditor Sveen informed the Council a special assessment list is required to be submitted within six months for the BND application/award process. The $3,000,000 award for BND Infrastructure Revolving Loan Funds will be jeopardized if timeframes are not met. There will be no guarantee IRLF monies will be available during the next round of applications as the funds available statewide for the biennium is limited to $41 million. 

3. Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) – Phase I – Engineer Ebsch presented scenarios for the Capital Improvement Plan for 35 blocks of sewer, water and and/or street improvements. A lengthy discussion was held on percentage of specials to be assessed, loan terms and assessment of corner lots. It was recommended to use the longest lot line to determine front feet rather than using both front and side lot total. Once the Council determines how they want to proceed with the CIP, a public hearing will be held to receive input and feedback on the Council’s proposal. Cliff Skaar was present to comment on the improvements proposed adjacent the properties he owns. Mr. Skaar suggested a chip seal on the street by his residence at 2nd Ave/2nd St. Also, Mr. Skaar was concerned about the costs of specials as they own more than one property, and suggested the project be split up over a longer period. Auditor Sveen mentioned it was proposed to special assess vacant lots that are buildable lots if water and sewer is stubbed in. Engineer Ebsch mentioned the sewer assessment at 200 Block 2nd Street SE would be assessed on west side only and contiguous adjacent lots owned by one owner would only be assessed one water/sewer special provided there is only one hookup. Engineer Ebsch also mentioned the project would be designed as one large project but would be constructed in a two year period, tentatively 2021 and 2022. Attorney Evert reminded the Council the street improvement will need to go through protest hearing process. The proposed Task Agreement with Brosz Engineering would be acted upon after the public hearing. 

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to propose to the public the Capital Improvement Plan for improvements to 35 blocks using the scenario of the City covering 75% of the costs and assessing specials for sewer, water, and/or street improvements at 25% to the property owners in the assessment district with a repayment term of 30 years for water and sewer and 20 years for street improvements at 3½% interest rate, corner lots assessed using longest lot line to determine front feet, implementing a city-wide base rate increase of $10.00 per month for sewer, city-wide base rate increase of $10.00 per month for water and looking into the option of proposing an initiative for an increase of City sales tax to use towards infrastructure improvements. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried. A public hearing date to receive comment on the CIP was tentatively set for Wednesday, October 30, 2019 at 7:00 P.M.

4. Truck Route Signs – Engineer Ebsch stated the truck route signs with solar flashing lights have been ordered and will be installed this fall. Also, solar flashing lights will be installed on the existing signs. 

5. Westview Lane – Engineer Ebsch stated the chip seal and pavement markings were completed on 83rd Ave NW and aggregate placed around the approach radius as requested by Mountrail County. Engineer Ebsch stated minor punch items need to be completed, the removal of the silt fence, weeds along edge of the road and seeding. A final pay estimate and balancing change order for the Westview Lane Project will be presented at the October Council meeting. 

6. Concrete in Landfill for Lagoon Improvements – Engineer Ebsch stated the stockpile of concrete in the landfill was surveyed and there are 2,000 tons available for the Lagoon Improvement Project. Engineer Ebsch stated an estimated total of 9,000 tons of concrete is needed for slope protection on Cell 3 and recommended holding off on the slope protection and reshaping the slopes on Cell 3 until 2021 or 2022 when concrete material will be available. The potential savings of reusing available concrete is estimated between $140,000 to $210,000.

7. Lagoon Improvements – Engineer Ebsch commented the recent rains have had an impact on the lagoon and recommended proceeding with the remainder of the Lagoon Improvement Project with design and bid in winter of 2019/2020 and construction in 2020. Engineer Ebsch commented a wetland permit is not needed as the project falls under regular maintenance. 

8. Holiday Gas Station – Parking Lot Flooding – Engineer Ebsch brought to the Council’s attention the parking lot on the southwest of Holiday gas station is flooded. Engineer Ebsch indicated there is a drainage swale behind Cashwise property on land owned by Cass Oil Company and the detention pond on Lot 11, Block 1 of Westview Plaza Addition owned by the City of Stanley needs to be cleaned out. The cleanout is only a short-term solution; a long-term solution would be a storm drain to the airport. Discussion was held on responsibility. The Development Agreement for Westview Plaza would be reviewed prior to making any decisions on moving forth to correct the issue.

ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

The Council reviewed options to change the layout of the Police Department Office as requested by the Chief of Police. Chief Halvorson did not feel an interview room was necessary. Motion was made by Holte, seconded by Hellman, to approve Option 3 for a change in the City Hall Project at an added cost of $462.50.  ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Holte and Minton; and Council member Wienbar voted “NAY”. Motion carried.

STANLEY FUND ADVISORY/EDC – RESIGNATION & APPOINTMENT
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Minton, to accept the resignation of Rita Wilhelmi as member of the Stanley Fund Advisory Committee. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

Motion made by Gaaskjolen, seconded by Wienbar, to appoint Jenny Gaaskjolen as a member to the Stanley Fund Advisory Committee. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

GAMING PERMIT
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to approve a Local Permit to the Stanley Lions Club from 9/10/2019 to 6/30/2020. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

SPECIAL EVENT LIQUOR LICENSES
Motion made by Minton, seconded by Hellman, to approve a permit to The Leader Bar & Grill for a joint wedding reception at the South Complex on October 12, 2019 and a permit for Dueling Pianos Fundraiser Event at the South Complex on October 23, 2019. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

PUBLIC WORKS REPORT
Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Wienbar, to approve the purchase of a weed sprayer in the amount of $2,699.00 from Pinnacle for the Public Works Department. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.
ATTORNEY UPDATES
Attorney Evert presented fence easement for Council’s consideration and reported he is working on litigation issues.

Motion made by Hellman, seconded by Taylor, to enter into a fence agreement with Jon and Camille Corpron and with Tracey Jarmin, with such landowners allowing the City of Stanley a 1’ fence easement on their property; agreement pending landowners approval. ON ROLL CALL VOTE, the following Council Members voted “AYE”: Hellman, Gaaskjolen, Taylor, Wienbar, Holte and Minton; and no “NAYS”. Motion carried.

COUNCIL CONCERNS
Councilman Taylor asked if the City is still considering having a drug dog. It was agreed this matter be brought before the Police Committee for their recommendation. 

Auditor Sveen presented a quote from RTC for a phone system for the new City Hall and mentioned one more quote will be submitted. No action will be taken until the other quote is received.
